PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS OF PRESIDENTIAL
AND PARLIAMENTARY ELECTIONS
IN UKRAINE IN THE CONTEXT
OF THE RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN WAR

Abstract. The article reveals the problems and prospects of holding elections of
the head of state and members of parliament in Ukraine in the context of the Russian-
Ukrainian war. The main problems that await Ukraine during the elections after the end
of the Russian-Ukrainian war are shown. Emphasis was placed on such major election
problems as voting abroad, voting by internally displaced persons and safety of all
participants in the election process. It was emphasized that in order to ensure the
democracy of future elections, it is necessary to use a comprehensive approach and start
solving all existing problems in the field of elections today.

COOPERATION OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT BODIES
OF UKRAINE WITH EUROPEAN PARTNERS UNDER WAR
CONDITIONS 2022-2023:
PUBLIC-DIPLOMATIC DIMENSION
(ORGANIZATIONAL AND LEGAL ASPECTS)

Abstract. The public-diplomatic activity of the local self-government bodies of
Ukraine on its infrastructural restoration under the conditions of the Russian-Ukrainian
war of 2022-2023 in the context of cooperation with European partners was studied. It
is emphasized that local self-government bodies, being components of public
administration, according to the Constitution of Ukraine, are channels for the Ukrainian
people to exercise their power, and therefore have the right to carry out public-
diplomatic activities. Instead, the unfinished nature of the local self-government reform,
which began in 1997, and the fact that Ukrainian legislation does not properly define
the legal personality of local self-government bodies and allows them to enter into
contact with foreign partners only through their associations, inhibit this activity. It is

THE WAR IN UKRAINE AS A FACTOR OF INTERNATIONAL
LEGITIMIZATION OF ITS EUROPEAN CHOICE

Abstract. This work analyzes the dynamics of support for Ukraine in its
European aspiration against the background of the Revolution of Dignity, the inter-
pretation of Russian armed aggression in Ukraine until February 24, 2022, within the
framework of the EU's Eastern Partnership, the reaction to more expressive European
and Euro-Atlantic rhetoric against the background of the growing threat of a full-scale
invasion of Russia, as well as changes in the rhetoric and legitimization of the European
civilizational identity by the international community after February 24, 2022. The
recognition of Ukraine and Russia as enemies is considered a significant factor in the
recognition of the European choice of Ukraine.

THE IMPACT OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE ON EU DIPLOMACY

Abstract. This chapter is devoted to the problem of the modernization of EU
diplomacy for the reason of the development of Al systems. The concept (EU Al Act)
and features of Al associated with a black box are considered. General tasks on
diplomacy that can be performed by Al are described. New opportunities for EU
diplomacy are shown in the following areas: international negotiations, diplomatic
correspondence, consular functions, public diplomacy, forecasting of international
events. Two cyber incidents involving EU diplomats are mentioned. The author
discussed the problems emerging from Al: disruption of the information infrastructure,
privacy violations, the need for technological support, and the likelihood of computer
errors. The results of the study show some global trends in the influence of Al on the
sphere of diplomacy.

THE NORMATIVE FRAMEWORK OF EU NON-NORMATIVE FOREIGN
POLICY: PECULIARITIES OF THE EU'S BASIC VALUES PROTECTION
IN UKRAINE IN THE CONTEXT OF A FULL-SCALE RUSSIAN INVASION

Abstract. A complete rejection of the use of force in international relations
would make normative foreign policy actors vulnerable targets for those states that
continue to employ the tools of soft power for the implementation of their foreign
policy courses. That is why in today's realities, the development of defense potential,
the build-up of military power, and sometimes the use of hard power tools are
necessary conditions for the existence of even those actors who prefer to advance their
own national interests by using normative leverage. Moreover, under certain

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circumstances, the inaction of a normative actor of foreign policy, manifested in the
refusal to use physical power or economic instruments, may indicate the fact that such
an actor does not act in a legitimate way, which means that it rather maintains the
hypocritical facade of a normative actor than really acts in such a role. In the context of
Russia's full-scale invasion of Ukraine, the question of whether the activation of the
“hard power” policy to restore peace in Ukraine is a justified and legitimate step of the
EU as a normative actor is of particular interest. Therefore, the purpose of the
publication is to find out whether the EU adheres to the normative behavioral logic in
the process of using the instruments of hard power against the aggressor state.

LEGAL AND SECURITY ISSUES OF THE FINANCIAL SYSTEM
OF UKRAINE UNDER THE CONDITIONS OF MARITAL STATE
AND COOPERATION WITH THE EUROPEAN UNION

Abstract. The author analyzed the peculiarities of the functioning of the
financial system of Ukraine in the conditions of martial law and cooperation with the
European Union. It is noted that its content, as well as the legal regulation of financial
relations, change significantly under such conditions. Challenges affecting the state of
the financial system have been clarified. Documents and statistical materials related to
the analyzed issues were analyzed. Attention is focused on threats to the financial
system, such as the growth of state expenditures, the decrease in revenues to the state
budget, and the growth of its deficit. The role of the annual laws “On the State Budget
of Ukraine” and the Fund for the Liquidation of the Consequences of Armed
Aggression in the financing of the defense sector was considered. The internal and
external sources of financing of this area have been clarified. The role and formats of
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cooperation with the European Union are emphasized. It was concluded that the
adopted legislative decisions and cooperation with the European Union contributed to
ensuring the stability of the financial system of Ukraine during the martial law.

IDENTITY: EXPERIENCE OF UKRAINE

Abstract. The article examines the formation of the contemporary Ukrainian
national identity. The author claims that this formation continues even now, during the
russian-Ukrainian war, but this war will finally shape the Ukrainian identity and integrate it
into the European Union, a family of nation states. The right to self-determination of
peoples is one of the fundamental rights of modern European political culture. The article
proves that Ukrainians are a “new nation” that repeats the path of many peoples of Europe,
which they traveled in the 19th and early 20th centuries. The formation of a “new nation” is
not possible without the formation of its collective identity — national identity. The article
proves that the struggle for national identity is not an anachronism of the 21st century.
Rashism (the kind of fascism in the contemporary russia), which threatens the identities of
the peoples of Europe, is an anachronism. The author claims that during the contemporary
russian-Ukrainian war there was a transition from an ambivalent and hybrid Ukrainian
identity to a consolidated Ukrainian identity.

PROBLEMATIC ISSUES OF UKRAINIAN-HUNGARIAN
RELATIONS: CURRENT STATE AND PROSPECTS

Abstract. The article analyzes the peculiarities of Ukrainian-Hungarian
relations. The prerequisites and factors that influenced the formation of Hungarian-
Ukrainian relations are considered. The issue of protecting the rights of Hungarians
abroad, which dominates bilateral relations between the countries, is singled out. It has
also been proven that the aggravation of relations between the countries took place even
before the full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation into Ukraine. Namely, after
2017, when Ukraine adopted the Law of Ukraine On Education, which regulates the use
of the state Ukrainian language in the educational process. It was also noted that despite
the statements and actions of high-ranking officials of Hungary, which testify to the
support of Russia's actions, Hungary, as a member of the EU and NATO, did not hinder
the actions of these structures in support of Ukraine, and provided humanitarian and
medical aid to Ukraine during the Russian war in Ukraine.

EVROPEAN LANGVAGE POLICY: EXPERIENCE FOR UKRAINE

Abstract. The article highlights the problem of the language policy of the
European Union, shows measures to establish the state status of the language/
languages of indigenous peoples in European states, and states that the state language
is the driving force of national unity. The language legislation of individual EU states
and the work of various institutions that control the implementation of language laws
and take care of the development of the state language and its protection are analyzed.
The experience of the language policy of Germany, Poland, Spain, and the Baltic states
is described. Author demonstrated that the Ukrainian language currently has the legally
established status of the state language, state and public institutions have been created
in Ukraine that monitor compliance with the provisions of the Constitution of Ukraine,
and the priority of the Ukrainian language in all spheres of public life is guaranteed by
the Law of Ukraine “On Ensuring the Functioning of the Ukrainian Language as a
State Language”.

GLOBALNE BEZPIECZENSTWO ENERGETYCZNE W
KONTEKSCIE DIALOGU MIEDZY UKRAINA A UNIA EUROPEJSKA:
WYZWANIA, PRIORYTETY, PERSPEKTYWY

Streszczenie. Artykul poswigcony jest gwarancji globalnego bezpieczenstwa
energetycznego w kontekscie miedzynarodowych stosunkéw energetycznych migdzy
Ukraing a Unia Europejska. Zwrocono uwage na ponowne przemyslenie koncepcji
globalnego bezpieczenstwa energetycznego w konteksScie wyzwan XXI wieku oraz
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wyczerpywania si¢ zasobow i nieodnawialnych zrodet energii. W strukturze energii
pierwotnej ropa naftowa ustapi miejsca energii odnawialnej w ciagu ¢wieré¢wiecza.
Unia Europejska jest w 50 % uzalezniona od importu w zakresie dostaw energii.
Wyzwania militarne i redystrybucja ekonomicznych stref wplywow wplywaja na
globalne bezpieczenstwo energetyczne. Zapewnienie globalnego bezpieczenstwa
energetycznego zalezy od zmiennosci gospodarczej, dostgpnosci zasobow energe-
tycznych, pewnosci polityki energetycznej i ustanowienia systemu zarzadzania energia.
Europejska polityka energetyczna przewiduje wdrozenie dyrektyw ramowych i
standardow efektywnosci energetycznej. State uzaleznienie europejskiego rynku
energetycznego od rosyjskich zasobow energetycznych w kontekscie interwencji Rosji
na Ukrainie wymusitlo poszukiwanie nowych dostawcow energii i dywersyfikacje
zrodet energii.

Polityka energetyczna Unii Europejskiej realizowana jest na poziomie rzadow
krajowych. Przyklady polityk energetycznych w Danii, Wielkiej Brytanii i Belgii
pokazuja réznorodnos¢ podejs¢ 1 priorytetdw w okreSlaniu bezpieczenstwa
energetycznego. Wyzwania dla globalnego bezpieczenstwa energetycznego sprawity,
ze konieczne stato si¢ zadbanie o efektywno$¢ energetyczna. Strategie dywersyfikacji
dostawcow, rynkow i zrodel energii przyczynia si¢ do globalnego bezpieczenstwa
energetycznego. Jednocze$nie wazne jest, aby przezwycigzy¢ ryzyko zwiazane z
wprowadzeniem odnawialnych zrodet energii, zmian klimatycznych i srodowiska.

GLOBAL ENERGY SECURITY IN THE CONTEXT OF THE
DIALOGUE BETWEEN UKRAINE AND THE EUROPEAN UNION:
CHALLENGES, PRIORITIES, PROSPECTS

Abstract. The article is devoted to the guarantee of global energy security in the
context of international energy relations between Ukraine and the European Union.
Attention is drawn to the rethinking of the concept of global energy security in the
context of the challenges of the 21st century and the exhaustion of resources and non-
renewable energy sources. In the structure of primary energy, oil will give way to
renewable energy in a quarter of a century. The European Union is 50 % import-
dependent in terms of energy supply. Military challenges and the redistribution of
economic spheres of influence affect global energy security. Ensuring global energy
security depends on economic volatility, availability of energy resources, certainty of
energy policy and the establishment of an energy governance system. The European
energy policy provides for the implementation of framework directives and energy
efficiency standards. The constant dependence of the European energy market on
Russian energy resources in the context of Russia's intervention in Ukraine has forced
the search for new energy suppliers and diversification of energy sources.

The energy policy of the European Union is implemented at the level of national
governments. Examples of energy policies in Denmark, the UK, and Belgium
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demonstrate the diversity of approaches and priorities in determining energy security.
Challenges to global energy security have made it necessary to take care of energy
efficiency. Strategies to diversify suppliers, markets, and energy sources will contribute
to global energy security. At the same time, it is important to overcome the risks of
introducing renewable energy sources, climate change and the environment.

The article defines the role of Ukraine in the energy security system as a partner
of the European Union, a producer and supplier of green energy to Europe, and a
participant in guaranteeing global energy security.

The author describes the historical background of the problem,
pointing out that the UWC, as the main coordinating superstructure of Ukrainian
communities in the world, has always been in favor of Ukraine joining the European
family of nations. The role of the President of the UWC as a defender of Ukrainian
interests before the international community is emphasized. It tells about the areas of
work of the UWC Mission to International Organizations in Brussels in the direction of
supporting European integration and Euro-Atlantic aspirations of Ukraine. Attention
was drawn to the importance of the activities of the UWC in the information direction,
holding peaceful demonstrations, rallies and various actions. The author proposes to
consider the assistance provided by the UWC to Ukraine in the course of resisting

PRIORITY AREAS FOR IMPLEMENTING THE PRINCIPLES OF
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT IN RESEARCH AND EDUCATION -
AN INTERDISCIPLINARY APPROACH FOR MANAGEMENT

Abstract. Interdisciplinary research for biodiversity conservation, management
policy formation and global sustainable development is important for Ukraine in the
context of European integration and the special situation of military operations on its
territory. It is necessary to integrate sustainable development goals into the
management of green infrastructure (GI), compare social aspects, and study the impact
of military operations and internal migration. This will help to effectively eliminate the

JIM DATOR’S ALTERNATIVE FUTURES METHOD
FOR THE ANALYSIS OF POST-WAR UKRAINE’S OUTLOOK

Abstract. The issue of post-war reconstruction of Ukraine began to be actively
discussed at various levels shortly after the beginning of the large-scale Russian
invasion — as soon as it became clear that Ukraine had a chance not to lose this war.
However, even in 2023, there is a noticeable lack of general and comprehensive projects
for the study of perspectives and images of the future of post-war Ukraine, taking into
account differences in worldviews and values existing in Ukrainian society. The purpose
of this paper is to gain a better understanding of the set of clearly expressed and hidden
images of the Ukrainian future. For this, the alternative futures method developed by the
prominent futurist James Dator is used. As a result, four fundamentally different scenarios
of the post-war situation in Ukraine are outlined, in particular: Business as usual,
Collapse, Discipline, and Transformation. A conclusion is made about the need to

TRANSFORMATION OF THE INTERNATIONAL ACTORNESS
OF UKRAINE IN GLOBAL POLITICS UNDER THE INFLUENCE
OF THE FULL-SCALE RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN WAR

Abstract. The article examines the influence of the full-scale Russian-Ukrainian
war on the actorness of Ukraine in global (international) politics. It is argued that this
war has an ambiguous effect on such actorness: on the one hand, it finally emerged and
strengthens from 2022, on the other hand, the resources necessary to support it in
Ukraine in the medium and long term, on the contrary, decrease compared to 2021. In
particular, the current motivation of official Kyiv to possess the status of an
international actor and use it is only growing. Also, 1) the scale of Ukraine's military
power due to large-scale supplies of equipment, weapons and ammunition by its
Western partners, as well as 2) Ukraine's fame and its presence in the international
arena (in the global information space) are increasing. Instead, Ukraine's hard and soft
power potential required to maintain its status as an international actor has diminished

SUPPORT OF UKRAINE BY THE STATES OF THE VISEHRAD FOUR
IN THE CONDITIONS OF FULL-SCALE RUSSIAN AGGRESSION

Abstract. The support of Ukraine by the Visegrad Four countries in the
conditions of full-scale russian aggression was considered. It is noted that the support of
Ukraine by the states of the Visegrad Group depends on a number of features, such as:
1) the position of these countries in the EU and the relations between the V4 countries;
2) relations between them and Ukraine; 4) the influence of third countries (mainly
russia) on these relations. It was found that from 2014 to the present, the modern stage
of cooperation between Ukraine and V4 has been ongoing, which is being formed under
the influence of various factors. It is mainly about the Russian-Ukrainian war and the
signing of the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the EU. These events
intensified the efforts of the Visegrad Group in support of Ukraine, which was
manifested in joint statements and declarations, consolidation around the pro-Ukrainian

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position of other EU countries, promotion of internal reforms in Ukraine in order to get
closer to the EU, as well as strengthening of military cooperation. After February 24,
2022, certain changes are observed in relations between Ukraine and V4, on the one
hand, and on the other — between the Visegrad states themselves or their relations with
the russian federation. Hungary's position remains ambiguous, which is primarily
explained by Budapest's energy dependence on russia and the restrictions imposed by
the EU on Hungary due to non-compliance with European democratic and legal values.

Abstract. The study highlights the negative impact of military operations on
marine and river biodiversity in Ukraine. At the same time, attention is drawn to the
importance of the development of the aquaculture industry as a means of protecting and
reproducing biodiversity. It is substantiated that practical experience shows the

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possibility of multifunctional use of aquaculture facilities to lead to higher and more
reliable income for farmers, preservation of biodiversity and to promote social
acceptance of fishing.

The multifunctionality of aquaculture water objects is presented on the example
of innovative recreational aquaculture centers that combine the cultivation of fish and
other aquatic organisms with elements of entertainment and recreation. In addition,
various directions of aquaculture development are considered, including scientific and
educational and decorative objects, as well as circular systems.

It is substantiated that the creation of scientific and educational facilities allows
to study water ecosystems and species of animals and plants living in seas, rivers and
other bodies of water. Decorative aquaculture objects have an aesthetic function and
can become a place for photo sessions, as well as arouse interest in the study of aquatic
ecosystems. Circular aquaculture systems are an effective way to reduce negative
genetic consequences for mixed fish populations.

Aquaculture facilities have been identified as justifying “no-kill” (humane)
fishing and demonstrating the value we derive from consuming fish, restoring and
conserving the environment, particularly water resources.

RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN WAR OF THE XXI CENTURY IN THE
CONTEXT OF THE CONFRONTATION BETWEEN THE RF AND
THE WEST: HISTORICAL AND ANALYTICAL STUDY

Abstract. The analysis of the “hybrid” period of the war is important in the
context of understanding the reasons for its development into a full-scale armed
conflict. The purpose of the study: to find out the impact of the Russian-Ukrainian war
(before the full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation) on the international security
system in general and, in particular, on the formation of new configurations of
coalitions (of a defensive nature) of the leading countries of the world in the conditions
of confrontation between the Russian Federation and the West. The main measures of
the conditional collective measure against the aggressor are characterized (their
effectiveness and at the same time contradiction, as well as consequences). One of the
main results of the war: the beginning of the formation of a new coalition of democratic
countries, the purpose of which is to support Ukraine in the fight against the aggressor.

DZIALALNOSC HUMANITARNA POLSKIEGO CZERWONEGO
KRZYZA W OBLICZU KONFLIKTU ZBROJNEGO W UKRAINIE

Abstrakt. Badacze dyskursu w definiowaniu dziatalnosci humanitarnej nierzadko
odnosza si¢ do tych samych czynnikow, jakimi jest: ograniczanie cierpienia, tagodzenie
skutkow zaistniatych w nastgpstwie klesk naturalnych badz katastrof z ingerencji
cztowieka, natychmiastowe dziatanie ukierunkowane empatia i chgcia pomocy. Celem
artykutu jest analiza aktywnosci humanitarnej Polskiego Czerwonego Krzyza w ciagu
roku od momentu napasci zbrojnej Rosji na Ukraing. W pracy zatozono, ze nie wszystkie
podjete dziatania przez polska czerwonokrzyska organizacjg pozarzadowa mieszcza si¢ w
klasycznej definicji dziatalnosci humanitarnej. Zastosowano ilosciowe i jako$ciowe
metody badan, postugujac si¢ dostgpnymi raportami, publikacjami oraz danymi
liczbowymi. Analizujac ide¢ humanitarian aid w licznych publikacjach polskich i
anglojezycznych oraz wymiary dedykowanej uchodzcom pomocy humanitarnej
Polskiego Czerwonego Krzyza, poréwnanie wykazato, ze nie kazdy rodzaj pomocy
wliczat si¢ w koncepcje dziatalno$ci humanitarne;.

HUMANITARIAN AID OF THE POLISH RED CROSS
IN THE ARMED CONFLICT IN UKRAINE

Abstract. Discourse researchers often refer to the same factors when defining
humanitarian action: reducing suffering, mitigating the effects of natural or man-made
disasters, immediate action directed by empathy and willingness to help. The aim of the
article is to analyze the humanitarian activity of the Polish Red Cross within a year of the
Russia’s armed invasion on Ukraine. The article assumes that not all actions taken by the
Polish Red Cross non-governmental organization fall within the classic definition of
humanitarian activity. Quantitative and qualitative research methods were applied, using
available reports, publications and figures. Analyzing the idea of humanitarian aid in
numerous Polish and English-language publications and the dimensions of humanitarian aid
dedicated to refugees of the Polish Red Cross, the comparison showed that not every type of
aid counted towards the concept of humanitarian activity.

Wprowadzenie

Toczaca si¢ wojna w Ukrainie sktania do przemyslen i analiz nad aktywnoscia
oraz wyzwaniami systemu pomocy humanitarnej. Od poczatku wojny pomoc
udzielana jest przez wiele organizacji pozarzadowych, migdzy innymi przez jedna z

najstarszych — Polski Czerwony Krzyz (dalej: PCK), ktorego dziatalnosci w
kontekscie konfliktu w Ukrainie, zostal poswigcony niniejszy artykut. Problem jest
aktualna i istotna sprawa, gdyz dzialalno$¢ humanitarna organizacji pozarzadowych
stanowi jeden z gléwnych fundamentéw procesu pomocy uchodzcom wojennym.
Wazne jest, aby popularyzowaé wiedz¢ o dzialalno$ci humanitarnej non
governmental organization (dalej: NGO), takich jak Polski Czerwony Krzyz. Stuzy¢
ma to zwigkszeniu $wiadomosci spolecznej, o tym jak dziataja sktadniki trzeciego
sektora. Dotychczas tytulowa problematyka nie zostala poruszona w innych
publikacjach. Jest to pierwsze opracowanie naukowe dotyczace omawianego
problemu zaréwno w literaturze polskiej jak i anglojezycznej. Celem badawczym
niniejszego artykutu jest petna analiza dziatalno$ci humanitarnej najstarszej polskiej
organizacji pomocowej w obliczu trwajacego kryzysu zbrojnego w Ukrainie. Nalezy
postawi¢ pytanie badawcze — jaki jest zakres dzialalno$ci humanitarnej Polskiego
Czerwonego Krzyza w obliczu konfliktu zbrojnego w Ukrainie? Pracg oparto na
przypuszczeniu, ze podjete przez Polski Czerwony Krzyz dzialania wobec ofiar
wojny w Ukrainie wykraczaja poza klasyczne rozumienie idei pomocy humanitarnej.
W procesie badawczym wykorzystano metody pracy ilo$ciowo-jakosciowe, w tym
metode instytucjonalno-prawna objawiajaca si¢ badaniem raportu z dzialalnosci
Polskiego Czerwonego Krzyza, dokumentow prawnych, publikacji powiazanych z
dyskursem, danych liczbowych. Zakres badawczy obejmuje rok wojny w Ukrainie,
rozpoczety petnoskalowa inwazja rosyjska 24 lutego 2022 rok. Artykut sktada sig z
czterech czesci. W pierwszej zostaja przedstawione zalozenia i cele badawcze. W
drugiej, rozwazania ukierunkowane sa na istot¢ dziatalno$ci humanitarnej, jej
problematyki i podstaw prawnych. Tak usystematyzowana problematyka ptynnie
doprowadza do meritum, w ktorym zawarto rozwazania na temat dziatan
podejmowanych w pierwszym roku wojny przez Polski Czerwony Krzyz, w sprawie
uchodzcow z Ukrainy. Omoéwienie rodzajow kierowanej pomocy pozwoli na
podsumowanie catego procesu dzialan humanitarnych i wyciagnigcie wnioskow o
aktywnosci organizacji, dodatkowo takze o aktywizacji spoleczenstwa, ktore w
poczatkowych fazach wojny, kierowane empatia, braterstwem i potrzeba niesienia
pomocy, dotaczato licznie do struktur Polskiego Czerwonego Krzyza.

Dzialalno$¢ humanitarna w obliczu konfliktu zbrojnego

Dziatalno$¢ humanitarna regulowana jest przez migdzynarodowe prawo
humanitarne, na ktore skladaja si¢ liczne konwencje, pakty, protokoty, traktaty,
zalicza si¢ takze prawo zwyczajowe”. Istnienie prawa uzasadnia ochrona cztowieka i
jego godnosci przed brutalnoscia stosowana w czasie wojny, po zakonczeniu
konfliktu zbrojnego, prawo przestaje obowiazywaé. Prawo haskie i konwencje

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genewskie wraz z protokolami, bezposrednio wspottworza prawo wojenne’. Celem
konwencji genewskiej jest polepszenie losu rannych i chorych w armiach czynnych,
rozbitkow sit zbrojnych na morzu, jencéw wojennych oraz oséb cywilnych w czasie
wojny”. Protokoty dodatkowe zakazuja atakowania ludnosci cywilnej, szpitali, handlu
ludzmi, tortur i innych. Na podstawie mig¢dzynarodowego prawa humanitarnego
konfliktow zbrojnych, ogranicza si¢ swobodg zwasnionych stron do wyboru metod
i srodkow prowadzenia dziatan zbrojnych. Strony nie moga wychodzi¢ poza dzialania
potrzebne do celow militarnych, obowiazuje zakaz powodowania niepotrzebnych
zniszczen i cierpienia’. Mozna w tych zapisach upatrywaé zwiazku z checia
zahamowania trendu do wojny totalnej®. Prawo haskie dotyczy ograniczenia metod i
srodkow prowadzenia wojny, natomiast prawo genewskie skupia swa uwage na
ofiarach wojny. Dokumenty sa hotdem godnosci ludzkiej, wolnosci, réwnosci,
demokracji i innych wartosci praw cztowieka. Rozwoj prawa humanitarnego datuje
si¢ na moment zaistnienia w §wiecie Czerwonego Krzyza. Latwo zauwazy¢ zwiazek
praw cztowieka z prawem humanitarnym. Roman Kuzniar trafnie zauwaza wzajemne
przenikanie i pokrycie. Prawo humanitarne nie posiada tak rozwinigtych systemow
kontroli jak w przypadku praw czlowieka, jednakze w czasie wojny stanowi lepsza
ochrong niz przyjgte normy, jest precyzyjnie dostosowane do okoliczno$ci i kieruje
si¢ zasada wzajemnosci’. Kolejni badacze — Tadeusz Jasudowicz i Maciej
Lubiszewski podkreslaja stosunkowo pozno odkryty zwiazek pomigdzy prawami
czlowieka, a prawem humanitarnym, wskazujac tym samym na brak konkretnych
zapisow odnoszacych si¢ do praw w przypadku konfliktu zbrojnego w Powszechnej
Deklaracji Praw Cztowieka — najwazniejszym dokumencie nadajacym i chroniacym
prawa, jednoczesnie bedacym historycznym dorobkiem ludzkosci®. W uchwalonej 16
listopada 1948 roku ustawie o Polskim Czerwonym Krzyzu’, scharakteryzowano
zadania 1 usystematyzowano pozycje organizacji pozarzadowej w panstwie.
Dokument ten buduja cztery rozdzialy poczynajac od przepisow ogdlnych, przepisow
organizacyjnych, czg$ci o ochronie znaku i nazwy Czerwonego Krzyza, zatrzymujac
si¢ na przepisach koncowych. Misja, ktorej podejmuje si¢ Polski Czerwony Krzyz
rozumie si¢ jako: zapobieganie ludzkim cierpieniom itagodzenie ich skutkéw oraz
ochrona ludzkiej godnosci, bez jakiejkolwiek dyskryminacji na tle narodowosci, rasy,

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pkci, przekonan religijnych lub politycznych'’. Ustawa glosi m.in., ze Polski Czer-
wony Krzyz jest organizacja spoteczna dziatajaca na zasadzie dobrowolnosci, odnaj-
duje cel w prowadzeniu dzialalnos$ci humanitarnej i wychowawczej, co w zalozeniu
ma budowaé pokdj migdzy narodami, udzielajac pomocy, gdy istnieje bezposrednie
zagrozenie dla ludzkiego zycia i zdrowia, wolnosci''. Ustawa z dnia 16 listopada
1964 r. o Polskim Czerwonym Krzyzu wymienia trzy gtowne zadania organizacji:

e prowadzenie dziatalnosci w zakresie szkolenia sanitarnego, podnoszenia
kultury sanitarnej i zdrowia spoteczenstwa oraz pomocy spolecznej, a zwlaszcza
organizowanie i prowadzenie spotecznych akcji pomocy dla ludnosci w przypadkach
epidemii i klgsk o charakterze masowym;

e prowadzenie dziatalno$ci humanitarnej na rzecz osob chronionych migdzyna-
rodowymi konwencjami, a w szczegdlnosci konwencjami genewskimi o ochronie
ofiar wojny;

e prowadzenie Krajowego Biura Informacji, przewidzianego w konwencjach
migdzynarodowych o traktowaniu jencéw wojennych oraz o ochronie oséb cywilnych
podczas wojny'.

Realizacja postawionych przed organizacja zadan objawia si¢ w $cistej wspolpracy
z organami panstw, organami spolecznymi, ponadto Polski Czerwony Krzyz stuzy
pomoca spotecznej stuzbie zdrowia i stuzbie zdrowia Sit Zbrojnych. Wyraznie wskazuje
to na charakter podejmowanej przez PCK aktywnos$ci humanitarne;.

Panstwa cztonkowskie Unii Europejskiej wraz z jej organizacjami naleza do
najwigkszych darczyncow pomocy humanitarnej. Pomoc kierowana jest do
dotknigtych spolecznos$ci niezaleznie na raseg, wiek, pte¢, grupe etniczna, narodowos¢
czy przynalezno$é polityczna .

Naukowcy Walter J. Gutjahr, Pamela C. Nolz definiuja pomoc humanitarna
jako wsparcie materialne badz logistyczne $wiadczone w celach humanitarnych
zazwyczaj w odpowiedzi na kryzysy humanitarne, w tym klgski zywiotowe i
katastrofy spowodowane przez czlowieka'®. Anna Bogucka tlumaczy dziatalno$¢
humanitarna jako ,,zapobieganie ludzkim cierpieniom i niesienie pomocy wszystkim,
ktorzy tego potrzebuja”". Wedhig Joanny Dobrowolskiej-Polak pomoc humanitarna
powinna by¢ wyrazem solidarno$ci 1 empatii dla ofiar konfliktu zbrojnego,
przekazywana zgodnie z zasadami neutralnoéci, bezstronnoéci i niezaleznosci'.

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Wskazane definicje ksztattuja obraz idei dziatalnosci humanitarnej. Nalezy
jednak rozrézni¢ pomoc humanitarna od pomocy rozwojowej. Ta pierwsza ma
charakter inicjatywy natychmiastowej, odpowiadajacej na palace potrzeby
poszkodowanej jednostki badz grupy. Pomoc rozwojowa dhugofalowo wspomaga
rozwdj danej spoteczno$ci, robi to planowo i systematycznie''. Przyktadowymi
formami dziatalno$ci humanitarnej moze by¢ zywno$¢ i wsparcie Zywieniowe,
udzielenie schronienia, opieka zdrowotna, zapewnienie dostgpu do wody, ochrona
przed szkoda fizyczna i psychiczna, w tym przed przemoca seksualng i przemoca na
tle ptciowym, edukacja w sytuacjach nadzwyczajnych, czy takze pomoc pieniezna'®.
Pomoc rozwojowa objawia si¢ wsparciem panstwa rozwinigtego w odbudowie
panistwa w pokonfliktowej rzeczywistosci'”.

Aktywno$¢ Polskiego Czerwonego Krzyza od wybuchu pelnoskalowej
wojny w Ukrainie 24 lutego 2022

Pierwsze godziny po wybuchu pelnoskalowej wojny, zaktywizowaty Polski
Czerwony Krzyz do dziatania. Pomoc, ktéra niosta organizacja miala charakter
wielowymiarowy. Przyszlo si¢ mierzy¢ z bezprecedensowym wyzwaniem — masowej
migracji ludnosci. Od eskalacji konfliktu zbrojnego, dotychczasowe miejsce zamiesz-
kania zmuszone byto opusci¢ ponad 15 milionéw mieszkancéw Ukrainy™. Niesiona
pomoc w pierwszej kolejnosci zaspokajata potrzeby priorytetowe — pierwszego rzedu
jak zywnos$¢, woda, schronienie. W szybkim czasie rozrost si¢ wymiar udzielanej
pomocy, wspomagal on zaadaptowanie si¢ uchodzcow w nowym S$rodowisku.
Dziatania Polskiego Czerwonego Krzyza na przestrzeni roku, mozna pogrupowac na
kilka segmentdéw, w ktorych pomoc byta realizowana:

e transporty z pomoca humanitarna;

® wsparcie rzeczowe;

e wsparcie finansowe;

e wsparcie medyczne;

e wsparcie psychologiczne;

e laczenie rodzin Resorting Family Links;

e dziatania integracyjne,

e program SHELTER™'.

Dzigki pomocy i1 wsparciu tysigcy wolontariuszy z Polski, jak i1 setkom
wlaczajacych si¢ w organizacje ochotnikow z Ukrainy, zrealizowano akcje huma-
nitarne. Z pomocy tej skorzystato ponad milion poszkodowanych.

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Transporty humanitarne organizowane byty od poczatku konfliktu. Scista
wspotpraca z ukrainska czerwonokrzyska organizacja, pozostajaca najblizej wydarzen
i potrzeb poszkodowanych, usprawnita dystrybucje i relokacj¢ darow w samej
Ukrainie”. Ponadto Polski Czerwony Krzyz wspotpracowal z Grupa Pomocy
Humanitarnej” z Lublina. Niebezpieczenstwo zwiazane z wojna bylo glowna
trudnoscia, wyzwaniem w realizacji transportu humanitarnego.

Wsparcie rzeczowe opierato si¢ na dystrybucji pakietéw zywno$ciowych w
tacznej liczbie 1280 930, $rodkéw higienicznych w liczbie 555 000%, bandazy,
opatrunkow, artykutow dla najmlodszych dzieci — pomocy pierwszej potrzeby.
Otworzono punkty pomocy dla uchodzcow, z ktorych potrzebujacy mogli zabraé
niezbedne im artykuly. Tym samym rozdysponowano 8 839 ton pomocy
humanitarnej*.

Glownym sposobem udzielania wsparcia finansowego byly bony podarunkowe,
ktorych taczna warto$é okre§lona zostata na 9 200 000 zt*’. Do pomocy humanitarnej
dotaczyla takze sie¢ sklepéw odziezowych, oddajac do rozdysponowania organizacji
PCK bony o lacznej wartosci 4 000 000 zF*®. 115000 000 z} wyniosta pomoc
finansowa w postaci kart przedptaconych uruchomionych we wspolpracy z
Migdzynarodowa Federacja Towarzystw Czerwonego Krzyza i Czerwonego Potksie-
zyca”. Organizacja Polskiego Czerwonego Krzyza poszerzyla grono darczyncow
pozarzadowego projektu Health4Ukraine. Przeznaczona suma 3 500 000 zit. Po-
zwolito rozdysponowa¢ 7 000 elektronicznych kodow o wartosci 500 ztotych na
zakup lekéw. Wedlug danych zgromadzonych w raporcie w roku dziatalno$ci PCK na
rzecz Ukrainy, wynika, ze przez 4 miesiace z ushigi skorzystato okoto 24 000 0séb™.
Ponadto organizacja realizowata transporty medyczne, ewakuacje ukrainskich
szpitali. Realizowano wsparcie psychologiczne, na bezptatnych infoliniach ofiary
traumatycznych wydarzen wojny, mogly szuka¢ wsparcia wsrod wykwalifikowanych
specjalistow, odnotowano blisko 32 000 odebranych polaczen®'. Polski Czerwony
Krzyz realizuje program Resorting Family Links — poszukuje zaginionych w wyniku

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wojny osob, laczy rodziny. Jedna z najstarszych instytucji Migdzynarodowego
Komitetu Czerwonego Krzyza jest zapisana w Konwencjach Genewskich The Central
Tracing Agency Bureau — pomaga stronom mig¢dzynarodowego konfliktu zbrojnego,
zapobiega separacji rodzin, przekazuje informacje pozostajac neutralnym
posrednikiem™. Krajowe Biuro Informacji i Poszukiwan PCK przyjelo 3 803
zgloszen, rozpoczeto 152 procedury poszukiwawcze, odnaleziono 23 osoby™.

Projekty integracyjne wspieraja uchodzcow w procesie odnalezienia si¢ wsrod
spotecznosci lokalnej. Organizowane sa zajecia edukacyjno-integracyjne, letnie
wyjazdy wypoczynkowe, spotkania z okazji wydarzen religijnych. Ponadto organizo-
wane sa kursy, ktore wspomagaja podnoszenie kwalifikacji zawodowych o0s6b
zainteresowanych, m.in. kursy zwiazane z nauka jazdy, finansami, czy wspomagajace
w odnalezieniu si¢ na polskim rynku pracy®*. Misja projektu jest przyczynienie si¢ do
usamodzielnienia uczestnikow szkolenia poza granicami Ukrainy. Uruchomiony w
Lodzi pilotazowy program SHELTER z angielskiego ,,schronienie”, odnosi si¢ do
wsparcia w  dofinansowaniu wynajmu mieszkan. Laczna kwota programu wynosi
3000000 zt°, przeznaczony jest dla rodzin przebywajacych w osrodkach
recepcyjnych.

Prezentowana analiza ukazuje priorytetowe kierunki dziatan Polskiego
Czerwonego Krzyza realizowane w obliczu wojny w Ukrainie. Niesiona dziatalno$¢
nie przyjmuje w kazdym przypadku klasycznego charakteru dziatalno$ci
humanitarnej, do ktérego mozemy zaliczy¢ transporty humanitarne, pomoc rzeczowa,
finansowa, wsparcie medyczne i1 psychologiczne oraz program mieszkaniowy
SHELTER, ktéry zapewnia schronienie i przywraca czegs¢ odebranegopoczucia
bezpieczenstwa.

EUROPEAN HISTORICAL MEMORY FACING GLOBAL
CHALLENGES

Abstract. Analysing the foreign and domestic policies of leading figures —
diplomats at the world political sphere, you conclude that their activities often led to
changes the system of international relations. So, the implementation of often
inadequate actions and the adoption of appropriate decisions were dictated by the
lessons of memory that they received during their lives.

The European policies and practices of the integration association as the
European Union — receive special attention from society. The history and memory of
them is a kind of foundation for the justification of the decisions made within the EU,
explanations of the motivation of the relevant discourses. Turning to the historical
experience of the European integration generations, the discussion of the mentioned
issues took place with force recently — at the end of the 20th century, which we already
associate with the historical date of the founding of the European Union 1993.
Motivated by the relevant guidelines of democratic governance, whose credo is the
protection of human rights, European integrators turned primarily to the protection of
human heritage, from which we still draw fateful ideas and skills. The topic of
protection of human assets was devoted to a long-term discourse within the European
Union about the cultural code of each nation. So, the result of this discourse was the
introduction of the first provisions on European values into the Treaty establishing the
EU. European values were finally fixed in 2002 in Nice at the next EU summit.

All of the above-mentioned issues are in one way, or another related to
prominent individuals who created and implemented the idea of European integration.
The presented article deals with the historical memory of these personalities.

Key words: European integrators; cultural code; nation; values; memory.

The author turns to historical memory, which even today has no substantiated
scientific definition, in search of an answer to several phenomena and consequences
of various processes of European integration, to which, as we can judge from our
knowledge, even the integrators themselves could not give comprehensive answers.

Studying the activities of the first European integrators, one wonders: why the
Minister of Foreign Affairs of post-war France Robert Schuman (Jean-Baptiste
Nicolas Robert Schuman), as the French call him, a citizen of German, who was born
in Luxembourg, he was blew to overcome the memorable negatives of the Second
World War?

Robert Schumann, who before the First World War worked in the German
administration as a lawyer, and after the war formally became a Frenchman due to the
return of Lorraine and Alsace to France, was arrested by the German authorities, fled,
hid, participated in the Resistance movement. However, even in liberated France, he
was branded as an associate of the pro-fascist Petain. Citizens demanded his
punishment. Schumann wrote to General Charles de Gaulle asking for intervention,
and the French leader came to his defence.

Why was Robert Schumann so tolerant of Germans and Germany? To the
country that during two wars destroyed everything that was dear to him since
childhood. However, he — the future builder of the European Union, did not hate his
enemy, did not mention the crimes of this state against humanity, realizing that more
responsible tasks appeared on the agenda of Europe than settling private scores with
his former enemies.

His colleague, the French minister Jean Monnet, Schumann’s associate, the
author of the text of the first European treaty on the unification of the French and
German steel and coal industries, literally pulled the Germans out of the pitfall of
hatred towards them by the whole world, arguing that “the enemy must be known
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from the inside and keep it under constant control”. And in the end, he overcame the
resistance of mass and Germany became a member of the first European integration
organization.

What guided these people in making such fateful decisions? Clearly not
expecting thanks from the French government, whose head René Pleven hid the
proposed draft of the document on the formation of the European Coal and Steel
Community (ECSC) under the “green cloth” of his prime minister’s desk. Although
he was a supporter of France joining NATO, an active supporter of ending the
colonial war in Vietnam, the author of the plan to create a “European army” but an
opponent of the European integration process [1].

The 1950 plan was thought out in advance. Its inspiration, Jean Monnet, the
government minister responsible for the German question, discussed all the details
with Robert Schumann and colleagues began to act. These outstanding persons —
Robert Schumann and Jean Monet — despite the deep anti-German sentiments of the
French society that prevailed in the country, saw clearly the need for the revival of
Germany, which in the future was to become not only a reliable ally of France, but
also a peace-loving country that never developed war.

The personality of Jean Monet is extraordinary: an entrepreneur, the son of
owner of cognac factories, who arrived all over thy world, where his father — the
owner of cognac factories — sent him, was in search of markets for his products.
J. Monet never obtained a higher education. And the acquired practical knowledge
later helped him become the first head of the European integration association, which
began with the creation of a supranational management of coal and steel of six
European countries.

It was these two previously unknown politicians who took responsibility for the
deployment of a large-scale project with the initiation of European integration. They
thought in advance all possible nuances of challenges that could become an obstacle
on this path. Such, for example, as a negative attitude towards the German question of
Great Britain, which tried to slow down the entire process of European integration for
an indefinite period, because it did not want to see Germany in this movement. This
is, firstly, and secondly, she tried to seize the chair of the leader in any variant of the
integrated space, which was manifested in GB creation of the European Free Trade
Association — as opposed to the European Coal and Steel Association.

Robert Schumann and Jean Monet secured in advance the reliable support of
the United States of America, which was interested in the rapid recovery of post-war
Europe, devastated by the long war and occupation.

Washington even provided the future members of the association with the
premises of its embassy in Paris to conduct relevant consultations and negotiations.
And USA played the role of a kind of neutralizer of the negative reaction of Winston
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Churchill and the British information campaign against the formation of the European
Union, launched after the relevant decision was made in Paris.

We will remind you that Robert Schuman, being a Servant of God of the Catholic
Church, spent his entire life in voluntary celibacy, and his political views, regarding
European integration, cannot be understood without taking into account his deep
Catholicism. These days, the Vatican is trying to canonize Robert Schumann. So, while
some are consigning the European Union to the dustbin of history, Pope Francis is
approving the first step towards the canonization of one of its founding fathers, Robert
Schumann. The Catholic Church began the process of his beatification [2].

Why is this happening? How did the eminent analyst combine religion with
politics? “Love your neighbour” was the driving force behind his actions.

He wanted to protect future generations from the horrors of war that befell
those around him. Schuman tried to convince the wounded societies of Europe to
forgive each other for all the wrongs and insults.

Therefore, R. Schuman’s “supra-national Europe” was conceived as a structure
above nations, built by nations and supposed to exist for nations themselves.
However, such a supranational system could not function without entering into
conflict with the very nations that make it up, or extinguishing conflicts between
them. Leading integrators tried to solve such a complex issue with the democratic
principles that were laid at the basis of the European formation. As Robert Schuman
predicted, democracy will be a safeguard against the emergence and spread of
conflict. According to the politician, “the European community will be based on
democratic equality elevated to relations between nations”.

The right of veto, in his opinion, is incompatible with a system that provides for
the principle of majority decision-making and excludes the dictatorial use of material
advantages. This is the meaning of supranationalism, in which everyone still tends to
see only the lost freedoms, ignoring its importance and the received guarantees. In
addition, it cannot refer to the sphere of culture, which respects all differences [3].

Let’s pay attention to the given passage: J. Monet denied the idea of
introducing the right of veto of each participant into the practice of European
integration, as he saw it as a threat to the entire integrated space.

Therefore, Robert Schuman and Jean Monet were clearly aware of the main
sources of threats to their brainchild — the European Union, threats that could “kill”
this entity. If he (R. Shuman) were alive, analysts note, he would probably be very
surprised by the situation in integrated Europe. And it is hard to imagine that he
cheerfully walks in parades in his honour [4].

A unique page in the history of post-war Germany was worthily inscribed by its
first chancellor Konrad Adenauer (Konrad Hermann Joseph Adenauer) in 1949—1963.
It was he who formed post-war Germany and based on the experience of the First
World War, came to the conclusion that long-term peace can be achieved only in a
united Europe [5]. Under Adenauer, West Germany became a stable democracy and
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eventually reconciled with its neighbours. Adenauer managed to restore the
sovereignty of West Germany, to attract the country to the new Euro-Atlantic
community — NATO and the Organization for European Economic Cooperation.
Adenauer was an active supporter of the European Coal and Steel Community, which
was launched on May 9, 1950, by the Schumann Declaration, and the subsequent
Treaty on the European Economic Community of March 1957.

Adenauer’s views on Europe were based on the concept of its unity, which is a
condition for lasting peace and stability. Therefore, Adenauer made enormous efforts
to reconcile Germany with its old enemies, and primarily with France. According to
legend, Chancellor Adenauer appealed to Charles de Gaulle with a request to accept
his crippled Germany as a part of France...Thus he tried to save his country. In 1963,
this reconciliation was sealed by the Elysée Treaty — Treaty of Friendship.

K. Adenauer emphasized that he is the only German chancellor who puts the
unity of Europe first, and only then his own state. “I am ready to sacrifice German
reunification if we create and enter a strong Western camp. The future of Europe lies
in mutual understanding between Germany and France”. This position became a solid
basis for relations between Germany and France and put an end to the existing
confrontation between the two states. Konrad Adenauer is one of the most
outstanding figures in the history of Europe. The unity of Europe meant for him not
only peace, but also a way to return Germany to the world stage.

The political place in history of the first chancellor of Germany, K. Adenauer,
is discussed in the well-known scientific monograph of Professor A. I. Kudrya-
chenko, who notes that thanks to the Chancellor’s policy, today the world sees a
united Germany in a Europe freed from communism, in the neighbourhood of the
countries of the former Warsaw bloc, which fundamentally differed since the Cold
War in determining their policy of cooperation. And further: “History has confirmed
the strategic significance of Adenauer's foreign policy course” [6].

This personality is still respected by the Germans: they awarded Adenauer the
title of “The Greatest German in History” in 2003.

And not only as a politician and leader of an advanced European state, but the
chancellor also went down in history. He is also known to a limited public for his
gastronomic discoveries. It was the chancellor who saved the German people in times
of famine and impoverishment by inventing a means of creating cheap food —
sausages with the addition of soy, since there was no meat in the country. And today
these cooks are called German sausages. So, you will not find the name of the
inventor — the head of state, the first German in the world, was ashamed to flaunt such
an invention.

Time passed. European integrators thought about the next step of the European
integration space — about the main document that would regulate all components of
this entity. The European Union adopted the Laaken Declaration in 2001, the refrain
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of which was the idea of “More democracy, transparency and efficiency in the
European Union” [7].

The declaration on the future of the Union, added to the Treaty of Nice,
contains the idea of the need to increase the democratic legitimacy and transparency
of the current institutions. There was proposed that the draft of the European
Constitution be approved not only by the National Parliaments, and in particular by
the European Parliament, but also by the citizens of Europe in mandatory referendum.
These referendums were to be held in accordance with the constitutional provisions of
the member states. At the same time, member states, whose constitutions currently do
not allow referendums, should have held at least consultative referendums.

So, the Laeken Declaration recognized the need to bring Europe closer to the
people. Such idea became a kind of impetus for the development of the Convention
on the Future of Europe, which was called to develop and adopt a Constitution or a
constitutional treaty for Europe. If the Constitution was real democratic legitimacy,
then it should be put to the people of Europe in a pan-European referendum. The
ideologues of the drafting of the Constitution for the EU were sure that the pan-
European referendum would create a single political space. Such decision would
become a means of political unification of the peoples of Europe. The demand for the
involvement of European citizens in political life was not a new process. In 1949,
before the emergence of the European Economic Community (EEC), French
President Charles de Gaulle declared that the development of Europe should grow
from Europe itself. And a referendum of all free Europeans was supposed to start this
process [8].

European integrator Valery Giscard d’Estaing was elected as a President of the
Convention — the special structure to write the text of the future Constitution. One of
the founding fathers of the European Union, an Italian politician and the inspirer of
European federalism Altiero Spinelli (ital. Altiero Spinelli) also proposed in 1984 to
create an EU Constitution, which should be ratified by the peoples of Europe in a
referendum. Altiero Spinelli was sure, if the Convention did not give such a
recommendation to the Intergovernmental Conference, the real opportunity to
democratize the European Union and expand the opportunities of European citizens
would be lost [9].

Valéery Giscard d’Estaing (full name — Valéry René Marie Georges Giscard
d’Estaing) was born on February 2, 1926, in the city of Koblenz, in Germany, where
his father was the curator of finances of the French administration that managed part
of the occupied Rhineland in 1918-1930 by the Entente countries.

A coincidence of circumstances regarding the birth of Giscard d’Estaing: in
occupied Germany, reminds us of the biography of another integrator of Europe —
Robert Schuman. Both were born in occupied Germany, at the junction of different
ethnicities and cultures, different languages, and national codes. Both politicians were
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the members of the Resistance Movement and were supported and protected by the
intervention of General Charles de Gaulle.

It can be assumed that the very place of birth and the first impressions of life
played a far from ambiguous role in the formation of these personalities, who
tolerantly saw the need to create Europe together, as a group with all its peoples and
cultures, various features, and problems inherent only to them.

Giscard d’Estaing joined the Resistance movement, which was active in France
during the years of fascist occupation in 1943, at the age of 17. In August 1944, he
took part in the liberation of Paris, then joined the army and fought against fascist
Germany as part of the tank forces. Awarded the Military Cross 1939-1945. In 1948
he graduated from the Polytechnic School, in 1951 from the National School of
Administration in Paris.

In 1962, he entrusted the 36-year-old politician with the leadership of the
Ministry of Finance. De Gaulle called him his “best treasurer”. Giscard d’Estaing
always considered the general his godfather in politics. It was de Gaulle who invited
him to the government. “For seven years [ was entrusted to manage the French budget
on his behalf”, recalled Giscard d’Estaing. “I knew that seven years was not enough
to modernize France, but I had a role model — de Gaulle himself”.

The large-scale state projects were realized in France by him, as a President,
including the construction of high-speed railways (1976) and the construction of new
nuclear power plants (in 1973, nuclear power plants produced 8 % of all electricity,
and by the end of the 1980s — more than 74 %; most of the reactors were built in the
late 1970s — early 1980s).

In 1975, Giscard d'Estaing signed the Final Act of the Conference on Security
and Cooperation in Europe on behalf of France (this document became an important
step on the way to the formation of a pan-European security system). In the same year,
on his initiative (together with German Chancellor Helmut Schmidt), a meeting of the
leading states at the highest level (currently the Group of Seven) was convened. Thanks
to him until the end of the 1970s. within the framework of the European Economic
Community, it was possible to carry out a financial reform and introduce the European
unit of account, the ECU (in 1999, it was replaced by the euro at a rate of 1:1).

Under Giscard d’Estaing, the rapprochement of France with the United States
in the political and economic spheres began. Officially not returning to the military
structures of NATO (it left in 1966 under the presidency of Charles de Gaulle),
France began to participate in manoeuvrers of the alliance, supported the decision of
the NATO Council to deploy American missiles of medium and shorter range in
Europe (1979). France owes a lot to Giscard d’Estaing in the cultural and social
spheres. In 1978, he decided to transform the historic building of the Orsay train
station into a museum of the same name (the collection of French Impressionist
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paintings collected in this gallery is the largest in the world). “He embodied the
honour of France”, politicians said about him.

After the end of the presidential term, Giscard d’Estaing continued his political
activities. In 2001-2003, he headed the European Convention for the Development of
the European Constitution, the draft of which was not approved in referendums in
France and the Netherlands in 2005, and therefore did not enter into force.

Among the prominent political figures of the 20th century, let's mention
Charles André Joseph Marie de Gaulle, who, addressing the British radio from
London, called the French to the barricades in the Second World War and formed the
French Army (!). “Once, in a difficult hour, the country trusted me to lead it to
salvation”, said the General. — Today, when the country is facing new challenges, let
it know that I am ready to assume all the powers of the Republic” [11].

This person created a strong economic power of nuclear France — the leader of
modern Europe, a permanent member of the UN Security Council. The memory of France
turned out to be grateful: the country still lives by the system and strategy of Holism.

It was de Gaulle who warned about the shaky decision of Great Britain to
advance to the European Communities. He twice vetoed Britain's applications to the
EU. What drove the General? Pro-American position of Great Britain (GB) or
Memory of numerous bloody wars with Misty Albion? “Britain dictates its conditions
to us, as if it is not asking us, in the EEC, but the European Communities are asking
it. And in general, this island monster will destroy our little European house!”. He
spoke.

And further: this person did not make a scene before his departure, when the
workers took to the streets of Paris with slogans: “De Gaulle — we are tired of you!
Ten years in power is enough!!!”. General, this modest man courageously admitted:
“I came when France needed me. But if my France doesn’t need me, I’ll leave” [10].

Let’s turn to Great Britain, which is rich in its worthy heroes. The catchphrase
of Lord Henry John Temple Palmerston (English: Henry John Temple, in 1855—
1865 — Prime Minister) that “England has neither permanent friends nor permanent
enemies, but permanent and eternal interests are — to protect England”, became a kind
of credo of this majestic maritime state. And the prime minister perfectly understood
that in a fragile world today’s friend can become tomorrow’s enemy. And this was
proved by the long-term wars for possession of the sea and peace, the Hundred Years’
War with France in the 14—16th centuries, the expansion of territories, the struggle for
colonial possessions, etc.

Prime Minister Winston Churchill worked brilliantly and actively to strengthen
the British “I”” and was a block of British greatness and British politics. We will recall
several of his statements that are consistent with our situation. The Winston
Churchills’ credo were: “Do you have enemies? Fine. So, in your life, you once stood
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for something”. “If you’re going through hell, go without stopping”. “A lie has time
to go halfway around the world while the truth is putting on its pants” (so, as about
modern russian propaganda...).

This outstanding person, who was called “The most outstanding Briton in
history”, also turned to his origins — as a journalist, writer, winner of the Nobel Prize
in Literature [12].

Back to the roots...

And so, when you ask me, where are we going? My answer is: To the origins.
So, everyone has their own path, and everyone returns to themselves, to their origins,
to their essence. Leaders of European integration proved it. They implemented a
smart and humanitarian project — the European Union. This creation has no analogues
in the world. The EU is a return to Europe, to humanity.

The memory of history will judge everyone.
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POLISH SUPPORT FOR WAR-STRICKEN UKRAINE
ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE TOWN
AND MUNICIPALITY OF SZCZYTNO

Abstract. The aim of this article was to present a case study of one Polish town,
Szczytno, with an adjoining municipality, which, in the face of Russia’s aggression
against Ukraine initiated on 24th February 2022, launched grassroots actions to help
those affected by the war. The first part of the paper presented information on Russia’s
invasion on Ukraine. This was followed by a review of facts concerning the town and
municipality of Szczytno. Next, the examples of support flowing from the town and
municipality to the citizens of Ukraine was shown. Finally, the summary of the
introduced information was presented. The article was additionally accompanied by this
summary, references and keywords.

Key words: Polish support; Ukraine; war; aggression.

Streszczenie. Celem niniejszego artykulu bylo przedstawienie studium
przypadku jednego z polskich miast, Szczytna, wraz z przylegta gmina, ktore w obliczu
agresji Rosji na Ukraing zapoczatkowanej 24 lutego 2022 r. podjeto oddolne dziatania
na rzecz pomocy poszkodowanym w wyniku wojny. W pierwszej czgsci artykutlu
przedstawiono informacje na temat inwazji Rosji na Ukraing. Nastgpnie dokonano
przegladu faktow dotyczacych miasta i gminy Szczytno. W dalszej kolejnosci
zaprezentowano przyktady wsparcia ptynacego z miasta i gminy do obywateli Ukrainy.
Na koniec przedstawiono podsumowanie ukazanych informacji. Artykul zostat
dodatkowo opatrzony niniejszym streszczeniem, bibliografia i stowami kluczowymi.

Introduction

The Russian Federation annexed the Crimean peninsula in 2014, thereby
violating the territorial and legal order established after the Second World War.
Moscow provoked wars in eastern Ukraine and created separatist republics, the
Donetsk and Lugansk, contrary to the Minsk agreements.” Taking advantage of the
lack of strategy in the European Union’s actions, Russia implemented a new
geopolitical offensive to revise the borders in post-Soviet territory. Subsequently,
Moscow proclaimed its right to the non-EU and non-NATO parts of Eastern Europe,
in which Ukraine takes a central place’. In such circumstances, the chosen strategy for

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Ukraine was to preserve national unity, obtain international support and maintain the
independence of the country. The Russian Federation began to make further demands
on Ukraine, the United States and NATO regarding security issues and the
preservation of spheres of influence’. Some of the claims referred to the removal of
NATO troops from countries adopted after 1997°. The Ukrainian authorities started
preparations for the war, still hoping that this scenario would not be confirmed®.

Russia’s aggression against Ukraine began on 24th February 2022. Many
countries, including the US, Poland, the Baltic States and the UK formed a coalition
condemning the war. The President of the European Commission, Ursula von der
Leyen, immediately announced the implementation of sanctions against the aggressor.
Russian actions were not opposed by China, which regarded the attack on Ukraine as
a special operation and called on the West to exercise restraint and not to inflame
tensions’. Russia has been isolated from the international arena since then®. It has
invaded a highly motivated opponent, who also has powerful allies in the West’.
Ukraine can rely on cooperation and arms supplies from Western countries'.

After the outbreak of the war, Poland has become the main logistical base for
the delivery of weapons and humanitarian aid. The Polish authorities continued to
seek support for Ukraine. On 25th February 2025, Poland was one of the first to take
the decision to close the air space to Russian aircraft and to support Ukraine’s
application to join the European Union. In addition, Prime Minister Morawiecki and
Deputy Prime Minister Kaczynski, together with the Prime Ministers of the Czech
Republic and Slovenia, visited Kiev on 15th March 2022 as a gesture of solidarity.
The delegation called for more active support for Ukraine from the European Union
and NATO. Poland was among the countries which advocated tough sanctions against
Russia, including the exclusion of Russian banks from the SWIFT system. "'
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On 28 February 2022, the Polish government adopted a resolution on providing
Ukraine with portable anti-aircraft missile sets Piorun, ammunition and weaponslz.
Spare parts and components for energy infrastructure, transformers and generators,
infantry fighting vehicles, about 300 tanks, MiG 29 aircraft, Krab and Gozdzik self-
propelled howitzers were sent to Ukraine". On 2nd March, the UN General Assembly
adopted a resolution condemning Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, which was signed by
143 countries, including Poland'. As of 13th April, the law on special solutions to
counteract the support of aggression against Ukraine and to protect national security
came into force in Poland"”. On 23rd February 2023, the United Nations General
Assembly adopted another resolution calling on Russia to unconditionally withdraw
from the Ukrainian territory'.

Since the beginning of the war until May 2023, 11.958 million refugees crossed
the Polish border. Fom February 2023, 1.4 million people received valid residence
permits in the country'’. As of 16th May, a total of 10.164 million people returned to
their country'®. The value of Polish support in 2022 was approximately PLN 40
billion". The Polish society responded very quickly to Russia’s aggression against
Ukraine. Hence, 7 % of Poles welcomed refugees into their homes and 77 % of adults
have been involved in helping Ukrainians®. One of the towns which had actively
helped Ukraine was Szczytno.

The examples of help provided by Szczytno

Szczytno is a town in north-eastern Poland with the population of 22.6. It was
founded in the year 1359. It belongs to the warminsko-mazurskie voivodeship.
Szczytno Municipality is a rural area with 13.3 thousand inhabitants. A total of 35.9
thousand residents live in the town and the municipality®'.

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The town authorities were very quick to act on 25th February 2022 with a
written statement from the Town Council on solidarity with the Ukrainian nation™.
On 26th February, the Mayor organized a meeting at the City Hall to help our
neighbours from Ukraine”. A Facebook page, Szczytno is Helping Ukraine, has
become the town’s official information page. The group has currently got 2.6
thousand members. It contained information about the number of people arriving
from Ukraine in Szczytno, their needs, work possibilities and possible tasks for Polish
volunteers®*. On 26th February, the Town Hall created a special questionnaire where
people could declare their forms of help®. On 27th February, collection centres were
announced. Residents and institutions of the town and municipality joined the
action®®. The Head of the Szczytno Municipality instructed inhabitants and school
headmasters to collect products for Ukraine in 26 villages®’. Afterwards, the town
provided a link to make donations for Ukraine®. On 1st March the town authorities
officially offered assistance to those Polish families who welcomed Ukrainians into
their homes™.

On 4th March 2022 the town’s kindergartens and schools initiated a collection
of products for Ukraine on their premises. On 6th March, an event Szczytno for
Ukraine was organised in the town centre. The collection of necessary products and
supplies was held and a fund rise of PLN 14 550.52*°. A music band Hunter from
Szczytno performed a manifesto against the war’'. On 8th March, the Public Library
created a support club where Ukrainians could obtain necessary information, receive
support and learn Polish free of charge™. On 9 March, Ukrainian-to-Polish translation
assistance was implemented, and on 10th March Ukrainian children were invited to

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participate in free football trainings™. Subsequently, on 14th March, Ukrainian
citizens got the opportunity to be issued with an identification number**. On 15th
March a reception point for Ukrainians was established® as well as free of charge, 24-
hour National Health Fund helpline™.

The collection of articles for Ukraine was so huge that on 21st March 2022 it
was moved from the garage hall of a private company to the Water Base of the Sports
Centre in Szczytno’’. Seven transports with donations for Ukraine were set out from
the town by volunteers. The deliveries of goods were organised on: 2nd March (with
the products to the border with Ukraine), 10th March (donations for the Tarnopol
hospital), 18th March (donations for Lviv), 16th April (medical donations for the Lviv
hospital), 9th May (donations for the temporary home in Lviv), 22nd May (medical
donations for Lviv), 13th August (donations for children from Czernihiv)*.

On 21st March 2022, a two-hour family day-care centre was launched in a
restaurant in Szczytn039. On 26th and 27th March, a Weekend for Ukraine event was
organised, during which employees of the Social Insurance Institution helped all those
interested in setting up a profile to submit an application for the 500+ child benefit®.
On 6™ April the band Hunter published their song When I die... in the Ukrainian
version (Koau emuparo...) on youtube and has started a campaign throughout Poland
entitled Stop the War®'.

On 23rd April 2022 Easter feast was organised for Ukrainians at the Community
Centre in Szczytno®. The following day, a judicial portal for those fleeing Ukraine was
launched® as well as the Regional Consultation Point for Refugees from Ukraine*. On

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16th August, an open-air cinema was organised for Ukrainians®, and on 21st August the
Baptist Church in Szczytno initiated a celebration of Ukrainian Independence Day
entitled the Heart for Ukraine®. On 25th August, the Guild of Craftsmen and
Entrepreneurs, together with the Bank, organised a concert entitled Crafis for Ukraine,
which was enhanced by attractions for children®’.

Conclusion

The case study of one town and municipality, Szczytno, has shown how
intensively and spontaneously the Polish authorities and inhabitants took measures to
help Ukraine during the war started by the Russian Federation. The Polish citizens
have demonstrated their solidarity with Ukraine by the willingness to help. Events
and donations were organised on the spur of Polish hearts, often without ready-made
laws and regulations. Local people invited Ukrainians into their homes, offering them
everything which was needed at the time. The Polish society, in cooperation with the
authorities, organised collections, aid centres, meeting places, activities for children
and cultural events. At present, people from Ukraine who live in the town and
municipality of Szczytno are safe, have jobs, places to live, their children have access
to public education, information, health and social benefits. The inhabitants of the
town and municipality of Szczytno, like the citizens of Poland, believe that the war
will end in favour of the defending Ukraine and there will be an end to the nightmare
of this nation.

SCENARIOS FOR RESOLVING THE ISSUE
OF “PRIDNESTROVIAN MOLDAVIAN REPUBLIC”

Abstract. The issue of the unrecognized “Pridnestrovian Moldavian Republic”
quasi-state entity remains relevant not only for Moldova, but also for the entire region.
“Pridnestrovian Moldavian Republic” is, in fact, an instrument of Russian influence
and source of destabilization in the region. In the article will be analyzed possible
scenarios for solving the issue of “Pridnestrovian Moldavian Republic”

Introduction

“Pridnestrovian Moldavian Republic” (“PMR”), which is not recognized by any
of the UN member state, is Russian-backed separatist quasi-state entity. Officially
territory of “PMR” belongs to Moldova. The “independence” of the “PMR” from
Moldova was proclaimed on August 25, 1991, active hostilities began between Rus-
sians with separatists and Moldovan armed forces. In 1992 the ceasefire was
announced and Joint Control Commission was created.

Joint Control Commission is trilateral peacekeeping structure from Moldova,
“PMR” and Russia, tasked with monitoring the ceasefire and separating the
belligerents”. Though, in fact, it’s Russian instrument of influence and control due to
the presence of Russian soldiers in the region.

The premise for “PMR” creation is a complex of historical, ethnopolitical,
economic and geopolitical reasons. First the USSR, and later Russia, in fact, set
premises and then created “PMR”. USSR promoted the settlement of Transnistria by
ethnic Russians, making Moldovan population minority. Transnistrian party elite
consisted of Russians and russified Ukrainians with no connection to Moldova, but
connection with “center” in Moscow. Manufactures and facilities were under the

control of USSR due to incomplete production cycle. Demarcation on linguistic
ground was promoted — Russian was the second official language of Moldavian SSR,
it was considered “prestigious”.

With no doubt, such entities are complex issue that is destabilizing parent-states
and regions. There are different scenarios and approaches of dealing with this issue.

Full reintegration to parent-state

This scenario is the most acceptable and desirable for parent-state. It
corresponds to the principle of preserving the state’s territorial integrity, specified in
paragraph 4 of Article 2 of the UN Charter’. Parent-state can reintegrate the quasi-
state entity in two ways: by military approach if it has a strong army or peacefully if it
has effective economic system®. Though completely peaceful approach for entity’s
reintegration is impossible in case of post-Soviet space.

Parent-state can reintegrate such entity if it has a strong army while entity
doesn’t. If there is a state that supports such an entity, or if parent-state has a weak
army, the reintegration can be still done with support of an international alliance or
military bloc.

Peaceful approach should include force factors as an element of resistance to
enemy forces and propaganda, because, as we can see from the example of the
“PMR”, better socio-economic situation in Moldova or lower standard of living in
“PMR” doesn’t encourage population to reunification due to militarization and
marginalization of society under the influence of Russia. “PMR” wasn’t able to build
effective state mechanisms and institutions even with Russian support, which makes
reintegration easier.

Important factor in both military and the peaceful approach is the support of
international community, not only military or political, but also economic, which
includes economic sanctions against the entity and the third power that supports it -
so-called patron state, which in case of “PMR” is Russia. Economic sanctions are tool
for influencing the morale of the population and are important because they deplete
the so-called “reserve of strength” of the entity and patron-state.

Diplomatic factor is important, because conflicts regarding such entities in the
post-Soviet space are necessarily accompanied by propaganda aimed at misleading
the international community about the nature of the conflict. Conflicts with the
participation of a third power, in particular Russia, are often tried to be covered as a
“civil war” or “people’s expression of will”.

The most appropriate in acceleration of entity’s reintegration is simultaneous
use of both military and peaceful approaches.

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Reintegration to parent-state by federalization

Such scenario is desirable for patron-states, in case of “PMR” — for Russia, which
uses such entities for influencing parent-state, its foreign policy and economic courses,
using the entity as a “time bomb” and threatening to escalate the conflict at any moment.

Presence of such former entity in parent-state on federalization basis creates
instability of the security system of the entire region. The more power given to
separatist formations, the higher the chances of their further separation or their use by
third forces to the detriment of the parent-state.

However, in case if influence of the third power on the region or on the parent-
state is minimized, former entity may gradually lose its importance and preferences,
which will lead to full reintegration into the parent-state. Unfortunately, given the
current geopolitical situation, such a scenario seems impossible, because Russia, in
case of achieving the federalization of Moldova, will not lose control over “PMR” as
long as it is capable of doing so.

In case of federalization, Russia will spread its influence, through economic,
political and military pressure, on the rest of Moldova, igniting a civil war or simply
turning Moldova into its satellite. Moreover, Russia will always be able to launch a
full-scale invasion of Moldova, explaining it by protecting ‘“Russian-speaking” or
“discriminated” autonomous regions, using separatist territories with a population
loyal to Moscow as a springboard for further attacks on neighboring countries.

Such scenario is unacceptable for parent-state because such entity after
regaining its strength at the expense of parent-state will separate again, renewing its
status of quasi-state entity. Other regions of parent-state, in which ethnic or religious
minorities live, may begin to seek autonomy. The presence of such autonomous
regions increases the risk of intervention by a foreign state’.

In the case of “PMR?”, the advancement of federalization scenario is hampered
by political will of Moldova. President of Moldova Maya Sandu demanded the
withdrawal of Russian military units from “PMR” territory. Russia is unable to fully
leverage military threat from “PMR” due to its economic and military losses in
Russian-Ukrainian war, while “PMR?” separatists are unable to advance federalization
due to their lack of power.

Also “elites” of “PMR” are unwilling to lose their power and authority by
joining Moldova even in case of federalization. Population of “PMR”, due to Russian
propaganda, often perceive European states, including Moldova, as “fascists” and
“predatory capitalists”.

Integration to non-parent-state
In the case of the “PMR”, such non-parent-state is naturally Russia, which is its
patron-state. Russia was unwilling to do so because of possible multiple losses in

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past. Nowadays Russia is unable to do so because of losses in Russian-Ukrainian war.
Important factor is that “PMR” is not bordering with Russia.

Integration of “PMR” to Ukraine is impossible, considering that Ukraine never
articulated such goal or taken integration measures, as it is completely contrary to the
geopolitical interests of Ukraine and its foreign policy. Integration to Romania is
impossible due to Romanian efforts to deepen European integration processes,
absence of such claims and not corresponding with Romanian geopolitical interests.

Recognition of entity’s independency by the majority of countries

This is the target of quasi-state entities and the least likely scenario.

For international community it is not beneficial to recognize such entities
because recognition of one of them will lead to a regression in the negotiation
processes regarding other entities not only in particular region, but in the whole
world, because of a creation of corresponding precedent. Parent-states of such entities
and their allies, as can be seen from practice, do not recognize similar entities even on
other continents. They are usually recognized by the same quasi-state entities, the
patron-countries of these entities and their satellites, which are often pariah states.
Recognition of such entities leads to tensions in countries with regions inhabited by
ethnic or religious minorities due to fear of separatist movements rise.

An example of partial recognition of such entity is the Republic of Kosovo, which
led to negative consequences, in particular, to greater intransigence of “PMR”, which, in
the presence of such a precedent, hoped that a similar scenario is possible for “PMR”.

Rules which influence the gaining of recognition®:

1. Negative “rule of deferral of recognition” — if entity did not receive
recognition during first years of existence, the recognition probability decreases,
chances of maintaining the status-quo or solving the issue by the parent-state through
military approach increase; In case of “PMR”, according to this rules, probability of
recognition is extremely low.

2. Positive “victim recognition rule” — entities that are recognized by
international community as victims of parent-state aggression have more chances of
recognition; due to this fact Russia conducts propaganda regarding “discrimination”
of Russian-speaking population in the parent-state and tries to present entities as
victims of aggression.

3. Negative “rule of non-recognition of a criminal” — entities that are actual or
potential centers of transnational crime and terrorism have lower chances of
recognition. Such entities increase the chances of recognition if they eliminate
criminal groups on their territory and build strong state structures’. Since “PMR”
hasn’t built effective state structures and, as any Russian-backed entity, is a hub that
spreads instability and threat, recognition possibility is also very low.

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Conclusions

The most likely scenario for “PMR” nowadays is full reintegration into
Moldova as ordinary territories without any additional preferences. For that,
combination of military and peaceful approaches must be taken. Russia, which, de-
facto, created and is maintaining this entity, is losing its economic, diplomatic and
military power due to Russian-Ukrainian war, while international community isn’t so
prone to ignore Russian illegal actions as before.

Integration to Ukraine or Romania is impossible due to lack of appropriate
desire from Ukraine and Moldova. Integration to Russia is also impossible, given that
Russia isn’t bordering PMR and is under political and economic pressure from
international community, military capabilities of Russia is decreased due to Russian-
Ukrainian war.

The unification of “PMR” with Moldova on federalization basis isn’t possible
given the Moldovan political will and the reluctance of European countries to allow
Russia to extend its influence in the region.

Recognition of “PMR” by the world community is impossible, which is proven
by the fact that since 1991 no UN member-state recognized entity’s independence.

Since the existence of such entities poses a threat to the region and the whole
world, and all other scenarios of resolving the conflict are unacceptable or impossible,
the international community and Moldova will act to fully reintegrate "PMR" into
Moldova.

KYIV — WARSAW - LONDON TRIPARTITE ALLIANCE
AS A RESPONSE TO SECURITY THREATS

Abstract. The article focuses on the announced tripartite alliance of Ukraine,
Poland and Great Britain. Prospective directions of cooperation according to the
Agreement of the alliance of the three countries have been outlined, namely: support of
the Crimean platform, collaboration in the field of cyber and energy security,
strengthening of strategic ties in general, solving issues of security, military cooperation
and mutual assistance. The key motives for the cooperation of the member states of the
format for the benefit of their common interests have been analysed. Based on the
analysis, it has been found that the member states of the tripartite alliance provide
Ukraine with the largest amounts of aid, the level of political contacts at the highest
level is consistently high, and in addition, London and Warsaw are advocates of a strict
sanction regime. Experts’ recommendations on strengthening the effective development
of the alliance such as the initiation and development of an expert and political
discussion on the goals and priorities of the participating states, which may differ
depending on the degree of geopolitical ambitions of the partner states; identifying
common denominators and focusing the main attention of the alliance on them;
formation of the “Road Map” for the development of the “triangle” due to the
significance of its potential, have been highlighted. The “Victory Formula” for Ukraine,
which consists of five steps within the framework of participation in the “Trilateral
initiative: rekindling relations between Britain, Poland and Ukraine” project has been
presented. It has been summarized that the Great Britain-Poland-Ukraine tripartite
alliance closely correlates with the “Grand Strategy of Small Alliances” in line with the
“New Strategy of Ukraine’s Foreign Policy”, demonstrates the intensification of
cooperation in the face of a full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine, meets current
challenges, calibrates goals and plans for their implementation according to the existing
international situation.

Since 2021, Ukraine develops active cooperation in the format of “small
alliances” in accordance with the Foreign Policy Strategy. Such “alliances” do not
contradict Ukraine’s aspirations to join NATO or the EU, but are only an added value
of Kyiv’s efforts to create a coalition of like-minded countries that share a similar
perception of threats and have a common vision of the future.

Russia’s invasion of Ukraine on February 24, 2022 took on an international
character, dividing countries in general by the criterion of providing aid and
implementing security guarantees in the region into leaders, those who are neutral,
and those who do not support Kyiv in the fight against the aggressor. The realities
show that Ukraine is supported by a number of countries, among which, in addition to
the USA, the leaders are Great Britain, as well as Poland, especially in the context of
providing military aid and striving for security implementation.

In this context, the security dimension of cooperation between Ukraine, Great
Britain and Poland deserves special attention, namely the agreement of February 17,
2022 between London, Kyiv and Warsaw — the British-Polish-Ukrainian trilateral
pact to strengthen strategic cooperation between the three countries. Prospective
directions of cooperation according to the agreement of the alliance of the three
countries are such as: support of the Crimean platform, collaboration in the field of
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cyber and energy security, strengthening of strategic ties in general. Meanwhile, it is
envisaged to resolve the issues of security, military cooperation and mutual aid.
However, the key goal of creating a tripartite agreement is countering Russian
aggression.

At the same time, this new format of London — Warsaw — Kyiv cooperation is
quite controversial both in scientific and expert circles, because it was initially
perceived as an alternative to NATO. Here, in our opinion, it is appropriate to represent
the vision of the modern Ukrainian scholar Professor Hryhorii Perepelytsa regarding the
relevance of creating small defence alliances. The scholar points out that this
corresponds to the features of the latest multipolar security system, and security tools,
including NATO, are becoming less and less effective, and they are being replaced by
small alliances’. It is noteworthy that in line with the data of the sociological centre
“Rating”, 61 % of Ukrainians support the idea of creating a British — Polish — Ukrainian
alliance. Also, the focus of attention is the fact that according to the survey presented by
the Foreign Policy Council “Ukrainian Prism” in partnership with the representatives of
the Friedrich Ebert Foundation, 25 % of Ukrainians are aware of this format of
cooperation’. However, Ukrainian Foreign Minister Dmytro Kuleba noted that the
British-Polish-Ukrainian triangle will not be a military alliance as such, but only a
tripartite platform for cooperation. There are already similar ones, for example, the
Lithuanian-Polish-Ukrainian triangle, the Turkish-Ukrainian quadriga, the Trio of the
Georgian-Moldovan-Ukrainian association’.

The chief ambassador of Ukraine, Dmytro Kuleba, cited London and
Warsaw’s concerns about the security situation in Ukraine and their willingness to
support Kyiv to the extent of their capabilities and geopolitical goals as the motive for
its creation. At the same time, according to the minister, the stated motive is fully in
line with Ukraine’s foreign development strategy, particularly in its desire to join
NATO, the EU, and the Three Seas initiative. The formation of such “mini-formats”
does not contradict these aspirations. He described the tri-nation alliance as a “mini-
alliance” to triangulate between the Atlantic Ocean, Baltic and Black seas and unite
the three countries with a more realistic perspective on the threat Russia poses to
Euro-Atlantic security’. The three countries took the opportunity to confirm that
“every European state has the right to choose or change security measures, including
alliance treaties, and no state can consider any part of Europe as its sphere of

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influence®. This alliance is part of the strategy of small alliances as a proactive foreign
policy of Ukraine, mentioned in the Strategy of Foreign Policy of Ukraine. In
addition, Dmytro Kuleba emphasized that “Ukraine cannot wait for security and
prosperity somewhere in the future, when it becomes a member of the EU and
NATO. Therefore, in this way, today it is already trying to achieve practical
strengthening, grouping friendly and close in spirit countries into small alliances’.

The joint statement of the foreign ministers of Great Britain, Poland and
Ukraine defines the following:

— the three countries, having a common history, values and understanding of
security implementation, strive together to confront the aggressor;

— each European state has the right to determine its own ways to implement its
security, which also involve new security agreements, and no state can consider
another as its sphere of influence;

— the three countries intensify their cooperation with the aim of achieving
stability and resilience of Ukraine, strengthening its democratic development;

— these reasons make it possible to sign a tripartite agreement on cooperation
aimed at providing comprehensive support to Ukraine;

— the cooperation of the three countries, first of all, involves the support of the
Crimean platform, cyber security, energy security and joint efforts to counter
disinformation from the Russian Federation;

— Great Britain and Poland seek to continue to support Ukraine in the face of
Russian military aggression against it, to contribute to the protection of its
sovereignty and territorial integrity at the international level'’.

It is also noted that, in fact, Russia’s war against Ukraine is the key reason for
the creation of the tripartite cooperation alliance. The ministers also emphasized that
the Tripartite Agreement demonstrates the prospect of strengthening strategic
cooperation and implementing the obligations of the three countries undertaken to
support Ukraine. Poland and Great Britain, united with Ukraine, will continue to
provide it with assistance and support the Ukrainian people in their efforts to protect
their territorial integrity within internationally recognized borders''. It is also worth
pointing out that during the discussions of this cooperation, the British analytical
centre Council on Geostrategy represented a map of this tripartite agreement, which
has the appearance of a kind of bridge.

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Warsaw’s key motives for creating this alliance are mainly the following:

1) the independence of Ukraine is of decisive importance for Polish foreign and
security policy;

2) Poland has long supported the pro-Western development of Ukraine, promoting
the open-door policy of NATO and the EU, as well as providing international publicity to
Ukraine’s security issue;

3) Poland, like Britain and other countries, sends weapons to Ukraine, including
modern anti-aircraft missiles, unmanned aerial vehicles (UAVs) and mortars.

However, the position of the Republic of Poland regarding the joint
agreement was quite moderate. It is important to highlight that, according to the
former Minister of Foreign Affairs Witold Waszczykowski, the initiative is a
“journalistic exaggeration” in many aspects, and its name is “alliance”. It is
appropriate, in our opinion, to present the position of former minister, leader of the
Polish opposition Radostaw Sikorski that “providing security guarantees that cannot
or should not be fulfilled is dangerous for both sides”. Regarding the tripartite format
of cooperation, Poland generally emphasizes cooperation in non-military spheres and
is in no hurry to call it a military alliance. Besides, it is important that Poland
strengthens its bilateral military relations with Britain. For example, in November
2021, both countries signed a Statement of Intent, which concerns the modernization
of the Polish air defence system, and on the eve of the Russian invasion of Ukraine,
on February 10, 2022, 350 British military personnel arrived in Poland'?.

According to the modern Ukrainian experts of the “New Europe” Centre
Alona Hetmanchuk and Serhii Solodkyi, among the reasons for this moderate position
of Poland are the following: 1) there is evidence that this alliance is not Poland’s
desire to leave NATO or the EU. That is precisely why Polish government officials
often emphasize that the key security priority for Poland is NATO, and other formats
are complementary, not alternative to the EU and NATO; 2) disagreement with the
interpretation of this format as an alliance or a union, because such terminology is too
binding in the legal sense. Therefore, Poland focuses on the format of cooperation,
which is aimed at coordinating actions for the security of Ukraine; 3) at the same
time, there is a misunderstanding among Poles about what exactly this format
provides for Poland and how it differs from bilateral relations with Ukraine and
Britain. Also, critics point to the geographical remoteness of official London, which is
unlikely to contribute to the effectiveness of such a union; 4) historical factors are
also indicated, for example, the unsuccessful alliance between Poland and Britain in
1939, according to which Poland did not receive adequate help from Britain".

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Przemyslaw Biskup, James Rogers, Hanna Shelest'® outline the following
points of Warsaw’s interest in the alliance: firstly, how to make sure that Russia not
only loses in Ukraine, but also will finally weaken, and, secondly, how to create the
foundations for a new European security architecture, which includes and helps to
stabilize Ukraine both economically and geopolitically; to organize and finance the
reconstruction of Ukraine and, in such a way, to strengthen its approximation to the
technical, legal, organizational and other standards of the EU, supporting the
participation of Britain both in the economic reconstruction of Ukraine and in the
security of the eastern flank.

It is appropriate to consider the following as the key motives of Great Britain
for signing the tripartite alliance:

1) the desire to become the main “security creator” in the region of Central and
Eastern Europe after the United States, which, in particular, is fixed in the “Global
Britain” strategy;

2) military escalation in Central and Eastern Europe has a destructive effect on
economic cooperation and causes instability in this region, which, in turn, upsets the
balance of British economic interests. The announced alliance will contribute to the
prosperity of Ukraine and regional stability;

3) common interests and long-term cooperation in the field of defence with
Ukraine, which is not sure about the prospects of NATO membership;

4) “post-Brexit” Great Britain has ambitions to play a more important role in
international relations and takes an active part in many areas, and especially in
guaranteeing the security of the eastern part of NATO;

5) the national interests of Britain in the Black Sea'”.

Regarding the British motives for signing the tripartite agreement, it should be
noted that after Britain’s exit from the EU, it still retained an interest in European
security in general, and the Russian-Ukrainian war contributed to an even greater role
for Britain in the pursuit of security in Europe. As already mentioned, British-
Ukrainian security cooperation started in 2014, but it has been especially intensified
with the beginning of the war in Ukraine. Since then, Ukraine and Great Britain have
signed a number of documents on bilateral defence cooperation (in particular, on the
training of the Armed Forces of Ukraine). In addition, Great Britain granted Ukraine a
loan for the purchase and construction of warships and pledged to become Ukraine’s
most significant naval partner.

It is important to understand the following about these circumstances: firstly,
they correspond to the security policy of Great Britain; secondly, the fact that Britain
seeks the return of its former status as a superpower is also important; thirdly, it

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should also be understood that Great Britain strives to secure its own geopolitical and
economic interests, as well as military ones. For example, by investing in the
Ukrainian defence sector and conducting joint military exercises, Britain tried to
expand the presence of the British fleet in the Black Sea, which, of course, caused
dissatisfaction of the Russian Federation and Britain indirectly became involved in
the Russian-Ukrainian conflict.

In addition, Britain already has experience in concluding similar agreements.
Earlier, in September 2021, it concluded a tripartite alliance with Australia and the
United States — AUKUS, which is aimed at limiting China’s capabilities. By the way,
the Ukraine-Poland-Britain alliance is often considered as the European AUKUS.

Regarding the motives of Ukraine, it is worth pointing out the following:

1) Ukraine realizes that the prospect of its membership in NATO is uncertain,
or at all unlikely;

2) Ukraine pursues a policy of creation, institutionalization and strengthening
of various forms of security cooperation, first of all regional one, which it considers
to be an addition to its main priority — to join NATO;

3) Ukraine, as we noted, already has experience in the strategy of “small
alliances” (this is the “Quadriga” with Turkey, the Lublin Triangle (Ukraine, Poland
and Lithuania), the Associated Trio (Ukraine, Georgia and Moldova), the Crimean
Platform, the Three Seas Initiative). Actually, with the help of these formats, Ukraine
is moving towards NATO in small steps. For Ukraine, the tripartite alliance with
Poland and Britain is also a kind of step towards NATO.

The Tripartite Alliance, on the one hand, is important for Ukraine in the
context of strengthening its strategic international cooperation in the field of security,
and on the other hand, at the tactical level, Ukraine seeks to create an “anti-Putin
coalition” with countries that are most relevant to Russian security threats and to
ensure the most coordinated response of the Russian Federation. In addition, Ukraine
strives to strengthen its participation in international security processes, to be more
active in Western structures. Therefore, Ukraine supported the establishment of an
alliance with Great Britain and Poland. It is important that cooperation in the field of
security within its framework is not limited to the military dimension, but also
concerns trade, energy, and the information space, which is actually reflected in the
purpose of creating this alliance.

According to the Polish scholar Jakub Olchowski, the signing of the tripartite
agreement between Great Britain, Poland and Ukraine has political significance for
Poland and its international position. At the same time, this agreement: firstly, is the
result of British-Ukrainian security cooperation since 2014; secondly, it is the response
of the three countries to the war started by the Russian Federation, and thirdly, the
agreement is a form of implementation of the security policy of these countries'.

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In September 2022, the first summit of the participants of the Tripartite
Alliance was held with the participation of the foreign ministers of its three member
countries — Dmytro Kuleba, Zbigniew Rau and James Spencer Cleverly. The tripartite
meeting took place in New York at the UN General Assembly. The key topic of
discussion was the resistance to Russian aggression in the conditions of the so-called
partial mobilization announced by the Russian Federation. In the final statement, the
ministers condemned the mobilization in the Russian Federation and recorded the
following results:

— permanent assistance to Ukraine from Poland and Great Britain in countering
Russian aggression until the victory of Ukraine;

— work on proposals for further long-term support of Ukraine in order to
prevent and counter future attacks;

— the development of tripartite cooperation in the context of strengthening the
defence capabilities of the three countries and NATO’s eastern flank'’.

Emphasizing the importance of the Tripartite Alliance, international analysts
quite often define its role precisely as the cooperation of three countries against
Russian threats. It is noteworthy that, according to the experts of the Ankara Centre
for Crisis and Political Studies (ANKASAM), the announced alliance includes the
following:

1. It is necessary, above all, for Ukraine, which aspires to become a member of
NATO and in the conditions of war is forced to create a mechanism to contain the
Russian threat. Poland and Great Britain in this way are trying to support Ukraine,
which cannot be a member of NATO.

2. It is Ukraine’s foreign policy strategy for establishing peace, stability and
security in the region. Given that Poland and Great Britain support Ukraine’s
membership in NATO and oppose the Russian threat in the region, their alliance is
quite natural. The security dimension of relations between Great Britain and Ukraine
is assessed quite positively. This context of relations between the two states became
more active, especially after the signing of the Strategic Partnership Agreement. None
of the states supported Ukraine as much as Great Britain, in particular in maritime
security and strengthening of the Ukrainian Armed Forces. London provides high-
powered assistance to Ukraine in the field of security and defense.

3. It is a response to Russian security threats. A number of experts are
simulating scenarios regarding Georgia joining this alliance. There is no doubt that
this association is not an alternative to NATO and the EU. It should be interpreted as
a political alliance and defense structure against the Russian threat. Similar small
alliances were often created in the region. For example, in 1991, Poland, the Czech

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Republic, Slovakia and Hungary formed the Visegrad Group. Another example is the
Organization for Democracy and Economic Development (GUAM) between Georgia,
Ukraine, Azerbaijan and Moldova'®.

In expert circles, the following aspects of the tripartite agreement are outlined:

1) this is another format of aid to Ukraine during the war;

2) it can serve to strengthen NATO and Ukraine’s accession to it;

3) it is a platform for strategic security dialogue between countries that have
common interests and threat assessment;

4) it may aim to restore Ukraine'.

Ambassador of Ukraine to Great Britain Vadym Prystaiko believes that this
alliance should not be interpreted as “NATO for three”. Firstly, it is an attempt to find
partners and get help from them. Secondly, Ukraine should make maximum use of the
readiness of individual NATO members to help now. Therefore, as the expert of the
“New Europe” Centre Serhii Solodkyi notes, this alliance looks logical — Britain
provides important military assistance to Ukraine and is interested in permanent
security cooperation with it, and Poland has its own interest in Ukraine having a
defence potential suitable for protection. Thirdly, Britain and Poland generally have a
common vision of security threats and Ukraine’s role in them.

Expert Oleksandr Kraeiv examines the question of the correlation of the
Tripartite Alliance with the security strategy “Global Britain”, the focus of which is
the restoration of British influence in the world after Brexit, and considers it only a
manifestation of London’s political ambitions. Despite this, according to his
conviction, the three countries actively oppose the Russian threat, because they
consider the role of Brussels in this process insufficient. Not all NATO member states
are ready to resolutely counter the Russian threat. So, summarizing, it is the “grand
strategy of small alliances” that is more effective for the security cooperation of
countries. Also, the supply of weapons to Ukraine within the framework of this union
of states will be much more effective. Instead, the expert of “Ukrainian Prism” Sergiy
Gerasymchuk draws attention to the benefits of the alliance for Poland, which, de
facto, on a level with Great Britain, demonstrates its leadership in implementing
security tasks in which the EU is also interested. That is, Poland gets additional
leverage in its debates with the EU. In general, in this alliance, the Poles indirectly
represent the EU as a security actor™. In addition, Sergiy Gerasymchuk points to the
paradox of the situation that has developed around the tripartite triangle of

According to the research presented in 2023 by Sergiy Gerasymchuk and
Mykhailo Drapak “Grand Strategy of Small Alliances of Ukraine: using the Potential
against the Background of Global Challenges”, the participating states of this format
provide Ukraine with the largest amounts of aid, the level of political contacts at the
highest level is consistently high, and on in addition, London and Warsaw are
advocates of a strict sanction regime. The experts presented their recommendations
for strengthening the effective development of the alliance. According to Sergiy
Gerasymchuk, it is expedient for the member states of the triangle to initiate and
develop an expert and political discussion regarding the goals and priorities of the
member states, which may differ depending on the degree of geopolitical ambitions of
the partner states. It is worth identifying the common denominators and focusing the
main attention of the association on them. The potential of the “triangle” remains
significant and requires the formation of a “Road Map” for its development™.

As for the supporters of closer trilateral cooperation between Ukraine, Poland
and Great Britain, they proceed from the following arguments:

1) this format, on the one hand, makes it possible to attract Britain, a nuclear
power and a permanent member of the UN Security Council, to the side of Ukraine
and Poland, and on the other hand, it is a signal to the Russian Federation that Britain
is involved in security in this part of Europe, its withdrawal with the EU does not
mean its isolation from Europe’s security problems;

2) the military cooperation envisaged by the alliance actually exists for a long
time. An example is as early as 1996, when the “Cossack Steppe” tripartite military
exercises between Ukraine, Poland and Britain began as part of NATO’s Partnership
for Peace program, so this format is a certain consolidation of security relations that
started earlier;

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3) this format is another dimension of aid to Ukraine, especially in its emphasis
on military aid. At the same time, it is necessary to understand that the effectiveness
of cooperation within its framework will depend on the role of Britain in it as an
international actor stronger than Poland or Ukraine;

4) Britain’s participation in the alliance is partially conditioned by its
unfulfilled political obligations regarding the security of Ukraine within the
framework of the Budapest Memorandum;

5) discussions on the future of the security architecture in Europe, as well as
the dialogue between the three countries on their strategic cooperation in general, are
likely to take place within the triangle™.

In the context of consideration of the Tripartite Alliance, it is also worth noting
that Britain has voiced ideas to create the so-called “European Commonwealth”,
which may include Great Britain, Poland, Ukraine and the three Baltic states. In this
regard, the Italian publication Corriere della Serra, referring to its information
sources, noted that this idea involves the creation of “a new system of political,
economic and military alliances”, which should become an alternative to the EU.
They should include countries united not only by the desire to respond to the military
aggression of the Russian Federation, but also by distrust of the EU, in particular
Germany. Likely to be led by Great Britain, this “European commonwealth” may also
include Poland, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania — all EU members — as well as Ukraine and
possibly Turkey*".

Przemyslaw Biskup, James Rogers, Hanna Shelest indicate the short-term and
long-term prospects of the trio of Poland, Great Britain and Ukraine. In the short
term: increase in the scale of military support for Ukraine’s military efforts, the
operational interoperability of the Armed Forces of Ukraine with NATO; playing a
special mission in post-war reconstruction; putting Ukraine on the path of Euro-
Atlantic integration; receiving reparations from Russia; restoration of the
infrastructure of Ukraine; improving its connection with the EU; reforming the legal
system of Ukraine in accordance with EU standards; helping Ukraine to obtain long-
term security guarantees, potentially through NATO membership®. In the long term:
the transition from an aid mechanism to Ukraine to a platform where the trio of
participating states are equal partners, whose cooperation is aimed at achieving
geoeconomic and geopolitical goals.

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In conclusion, we should not lose sight of the “Victory Formula” for Ukraine,
which consists of five steps within the framework of participation in the “Trilateral
initiative: Rekindling relations between Britain, Poland and Ukraine” project®,
which, together with colleagues from the United Kingdom and Poland was led by a
Ukrainian politician, Doctor of Economic Sciences, Professor Oksana Yurynets. So,
focusing in more detail on the “Peace Formula” for Ukraine, it is important to indicate
the following: it is more weapons so that Ukraine can liberate the occupied territories;
more sanctions against Russia and its allies (eliminating the EU’s dependence on
Russian energy resources is mandatory; imposing sanctions on Russian gold, jewelry,
diamonds on the nuclear industry; stopping investments in Russia (in 2022, the
number of investments from the EU in the aggressor country decreased by only
10 %); complete disconnection of Russian banks from SWIFT; Russia should be
recognized as a terrorist state); international justice for Putin’s international crimes;
more financial and economic support for Ukraine; Ukraine’s membership in NATO
and the European Union.

UKRAINIAN-POLISH COOPERATION IN THE FIELD
OF EDUCATION AND CULTURE WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK
OF PUBLIC DIPLOMACY

Abstract. The article examines the role of public diplomacy in modern relations
between Ukraine and Poland, particularly the practical component of Ukrainian-Polish
cooperation covering the educational and cultural spheres. The regulatory and legal
basis of this cooperation were analyzed, taking in to account the peculiarities of
educational programs at the level of higher educational institutions and schools. The
peculiarities of cultural and artistic cooperation as a way of establishing intercultural
dialogue and forming soft influence in today’s conditions are also revealed.

Key words: Ukrainian-Polish cooperation’ education; culture; public diplomacy.

One of the directions of close Ukrainian-Polish cooperation in the context of
public diplomacy should be considered in the educational and cultural spheres.
Undoubtedly, the cooperation between Ukraine and Poland is based on a strong legal
framework of bilateral treaties and agreements.

In turn, concerning the normative and legal basis of bilateral cooperation
specifically in the field of education and science, we note that in 1997 the
intergovernmental “Agreement on Cooperation in the Field of Culture, Science and
Education” was published — a multidisciplinary, universal, basic document that is
subject to automatic extension for each subsequent five-year term’.

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At the beginning of 1993, the “Agreement between the Government of Ukraine
and the Government of the Republic of Poland on cooperation in the field of science
and technology” was signed. According to Art. 2 of the document, cooperation will
include such forms as an implementation of joint projects of research and develop-
ment, exchange of their results, exchange of scientists and specialists participating in
the implementation of projects; conducting joint scientific conferences, symposia,
seminars; exchange of scientific, scientific and technical information and
documentation; joint use of research instruments and equipment; creation of joint
research centers and creative teams.

Instead, the “Agreement on Collaboration between the Ministry of Education
and Science of Ukraine and the Ministry of National Education of the Republic of
Poland” was signed in 2001°. It provided for mutual training, internships, exchanges
between students and scientists, thereby establishing a qualitatively new level of
educational and scientific bilateral cooperation. After 4 years, in 2005, the “Agree-
ment on mutual recognition and equivalence of documents on education, scientific
degrees and academic titles™* was signed, which made it possible to significantly
deepen scientific cooperation and increase the degree of mobility of pupils, students,
teachers, scientists of the two countries of states. And the accession of Ukraine to the
Bologna Process in May of the same year 2005 contributed to an even greater
deepening and expansion of scientific and educational cooperation both with the
European Union in general and with Poland in particular.

Also important is the fact that on April 11, 2005, the “Agreement between the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and the Government of the Republic of Poland on
academic mutual recognition of documents on education and the equivalence of
degrees” was signed during the visit of the President of Ukraine V. Yushchenko to the
Republic of Poland to open the Year of Ukraine’.

On January 19, 2015, the Agreement between the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine and the Minister of National Education of the Republic of Poland
on cooperation in the field of education was signed in Kyiv for a five-year period with
subsequent automatic extension of validity for the same period.

In 2007, about 100 higher educational institutions of Ukraine fruitfully
cooperated with more than 200 universities of the Republic of Poland’. That means

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that, many Ukrainian universities in different regions of Ukraine have signed bilateral
agreements with Polish higher education institutions that train specialists in identical
or similar specialties, on different levels and forms of cooperation at all educational
and qualification levels.

One of the forms of international cooperation of higher educational institutions
of Ukraine with universities in Poland is the creation and operation of the “European
Collegium of Polish and Ukrainian Universities” in Lublin, whose founders on the
Ukrainian side are Taras Shevchenko Kyiv National University, Kyiv-Mohyla
Academy National University, Ivan Franko National University of Lviv, on the Polish
side — Marie Curie-Sktodowska University and Lublin Catholic University.

However, a new form of bilateral scientific and educational cooperation was the
emergence of the Ukrainian-Polish Ternopil Institute of Social and Information
Technologies, the initiators of which were Ukrainian and Polish scientists who have
long collaborated on the problems of the economic and social development of their
countries and the integration of Poland and Ukraine into the European Community’.

The study of Ukraine’s experience in the field of educational exchanges showed
that our state almost does not use the potential of this toolkit of public diplomacy.

To a greater extent, Ukraine is present in Poland thanks to Ukrainian students
and teachers, whose number increases every year. Today, Ukrainian youth make up
the largest national group among foreigners studying in Polish universities.

However, Ukrainian youth, deciding to study in Poland, are guided by purely
practical motives. Studies there are most often perceived as a path to a further
professional or scientific career in other countries of the European Union.

Therefore, to motivate the return of students to Ukraine after graduation, an
innovation was introduced within the framework of the “Ukrainian-Polish Center for
Academic Exchanges” Corporation: from now on, Ukrainian students after
completing their studies in higher educational institutions in Poland will receive
diplomas that will be recognized equally on the territory of the EU and Ukraine, i.e.
will not require a nostrification procedure. To stimulate the return of Ukrainian
students to the Motherland, the Corporation also agreed with the Federation of
Employers of Ukraine on the employment of such graduates graduates®.

At the same time, Polish universities are expanding the range of programs for
Ukrainian professors and teachers of higher educational institutions. Ukrainian
professors have long been frequent lecturers in Poland, but there are currently no
official statistics on the number of Ukrainian teachers in Polish universities’.

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As we can see, the Ukrainian side offers grant competitions and internship
programs in Ukraine to Polish students, young scientists, teachers and public activists
in an extremely limited number, although there has always been a demand for this
type of informal education. So in this case, there is a certain asymmetry regarding the
educational services of the two countries that they can provide to each other.

But another real result of constructive bilateral cooperation in the field of
education was the conclusion of a bilateral Intergovernmental Agreement (November
25, 2009) on the education of Ukrainian citizens at the European Collegium in
Natolin (Warsaw), as well as an addition to it dated December 17, 2014. The
document, in particular, envisages the Polish side's annual financing of scholarships
for the training of Ukrainian specialists on issues of European integration.

In the 2021/22 academic year, 36,011 Ukrainians studied in Poland. Currently,
more than 21,000 students from Ukraine are studying in Polish universities. 60
percent of them started their studies on October 1, 2022, 6 percent are continuing
their studies remotely due to the lack of opportunity to enroll in full-time studies, and
3 percent are studying under exchange programs. These are monitoring data of the
Network of Coordinators of the Conference of Rectors of Academic Schools of
Poland (KRASP), obtained from 210 universities in the country. In addition, in the
2021/2022 academic year, almost 23 percent of all foreign teachers were Ukrainians,
and a total of 2,458 teachers from abroad worked in Polish universities universities'”.
It is also important that Poland provides free higher education to Ukrainian citizens of
Polish origin who have a “Polish Card”.

At the same time, there are opportunities to obtain primary or even secondary
education for representatives of both the Ukrainian and Polish national minorities in
their native language or to take appropriate language courses. Such opportunities exist
both in Poland and in Ukraine, taking into account the numerous diaspora and taking
into account the current population migration.

Thus, on the territory of the Republic of Poland, there are five complexes of
schools with the study of individual subjects in the Ukrainian language (in
Bartoszyce, Legnytsia, Bila Bor, Przemysl, Hurovo-Ilawiec'' and more than 140
points of Ukrainian language education throughout the country, among which mainly
Polish schools with the study of the Ukrainian language either as a second foreign
language or as a national minority language. Since 2007, an inter-school Ukrainian
language learning center has been operating in Warsaw, which is attended by more

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than 100 children of labor migrants from Ukraine and from Ukrainian families of
Polish citizens'*.

On the other hand, Polish has been one of the most popular foreign languages in
Ukraine in recent years. Its study takes place at different levels and in different forms.
Polish is not only studied by people of Polish origin — it is one of the most common
foreign languages among Ukrainians and people of other nationalities. Polish as a
foreign language is studied in Ukrainian schools, and universities, as well as in the
framework of numerous commercial courses and at centers of Polish communities.

There are five schools in Ukraine where education takes place in the Polish
language — two in Lviv, two in the Lviv region, and one more Polish school in Ivano-
Frankivsk. According to the data of the “Union of Polish Teachers of Ukraine”, there
are slightly more such schools — in particular, the possibility of teaching in Polish is
available in the city of Khmelnytskyi and Khmelnytskyi region (namely, in
Kamianets-Podilskyi and Shepetivka etc.)”. As of today, according to the analysis of
data provided by the consular institutions of the Republic of Poland in Ukraine'®, the
Polish language can be learned in about 295 institutions, including schools, lyceums,
gymnasiums, as well as “Polish People’s Houses”, centers of Polish culture, private
commercial courses. This situation is not surprising, since the number of centers
where you can learn Polish in these regions is directly proportional to the number of
residents who identify themselves with Polish nationality, that is, where there is a
more or less numerous Polish national minority. The desire of pupils and students to
study this language with the prospect of further studies in Poland is growing
exponentially, and also considering the number of willing Ukrainians with Polish
roots to receive the “Polish Card”, which, in addition to free higher education, will
grant them several other privileges.

However, speaking about the international and bilateral projects of Ukraine and
Poland as an element of the public diplomacy of the two states, we cannot ignore the
cultural and artistic component of cooperation. Cultural diplomacy, as a component of
public diplomacy, plays an extremely important role here, even when it comes to
establishing intercultural dialogue, smoothing out the sharp corners of controversial
historical issues, and weakening stereotypes.

Ukrainian-Polish cooperation in the field of culture and humanitarian
cooperation is regulated by the existing contractual and legal basis of relations and
generally creates opportunities for the implementation and development of effective

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cooperation in this area. In particular: Agreement between the Government of
Ukraine and the Government of the Republic of Poland on cooperation in the field of
culture, science and education, concluded on 05/20/1997; Agreement between the
Government of Ukraine and the Government of the Republic of Poland on
cooperation in the matter of protection and return of cultural values lost and illegally
displaced during the Second World War, concluded on 06.25.1996; Agreement
between the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and the Government of the Republic of
Poland on the Ukrainian-Polish Youth Exchange Council, concluded on 09.09.2015;
Agreement between the State Committee of Ukraine for Physical Culture and Sports
and the State Administration for Physical Culture and Tourism of the Republic of
Poland on cooperation and exchanges in the field of physical culture and sports,
concluded on 10.10.1996 (date of entry into force — 10.10.1996); Agreement on
cooperation between the State Archives Committee of Ukraine and the General
Directorate of State Archives of the Republic of Poland in the field of archival affairs,
concluded on October 17, 2008 in Warsaw.

As we can see, the normative and legal basis of bilateral cooperation in the field of
cultural cooperation in the broad sense has been developed quite thoroughly during the
studied period, but the process of its improvement and expansion continues to this day.

One of the elements of Ukrainian-Polish cooperation in the field of culture is
the use of Polish experience in reforming the management of the cultural sector of
Ukraine, Poland’s support for the integration of the Ukrainian cultural and artistic
environment into the pan-European cultural space and the dissemination of the
achievements of Ukrainian culture.

For this purpose, festivals of Ukrainian art in Poland, exhibitions, exchanges of
artistic groups, film screenings, tours of theaters, musical performers and bands, and
various master classes are organized.

In close cooperation with Ukrainian public organizations in Poland, Polish non-
governmental organizations, and state institutions, many interesting events aimed at
popularizing Ukrainian culture, art, customs, and traditions are held annually, in
particular: “Ukrainian Spring” festival, “Lemkivska Vatra” festival in Zhdyna;
“Bytivska Vatra” festival in Bytov; festivals of Ukrainian culture “On Ivan, on
Kupala”; Polish Days of the Ukrainian Theater; an international festival of Ukrainian
theater “East-West”; theater festival “Direction East”; an international festival of
television and radio programs “Viburnum Bridges”; the festival of Ukrainian culture
E-Kolomiya in Hurov Ilavetskyi; Festival “East of Culture”; the festival of modern
Ukrainian cinema “Ukraine” etc.

Among international cultural projects, those that stimulate reading and book
publishing and support literature as one of the powerful means of cultural influence
are extremely common. Priority is given to translation projects, since the translation
itself forms a dialogue between cultures, bringing them closer to each other. For
example, in 2006, the Polish Institute together with the international “Renaissance”

foundation established an annual competition for Ukrainian publishing houses
“Translation of modern Polish scientific literature and essays into Ukrainian”. Thanks
to this tool, Polish scientific and fiction literature is present in Ukrainian bookstores.

Numerous artistic events not only testify to the fruitful interaction between
Ukraine and Poland in the cultural and humanitarian direction and create a platform
for the use of tools of public diplomacy but also contribute to the revitalization of
people-to-people contacts between Ukrainians and Poles, which is the key to the
successful development of strategic partnership between the two countries.

An important direction is also the implementation of projects for the intro-
duction of audio guides in the Ukrainian language in the leading museums of Poland.

In 2020, more than 100 events were held in Poland in the field of public
diplomacy, aimed at popularizing the tourism and investment potential of Ukraine,
modern Ukrainian culture and art, and significant dates in the history of Ukraine and
Poland. Some Ukrainian-Polish cultural projects are implemented annually in
cooperation and with the support of the Ukrainian Institute, in particular the Days of
Ukrainian Music in Warsaw, the Ukrainian film festival “Ukraine! Festiwal
Filmowy”, International Theater Festival “Close Strangers” and many others.

Cooperation in the field of implementation of joint projects within the
framework of the Ukrainian-Polish Youth Exchange Council with the support of the
Ministry of Youth and Sports of Ukraine and the Ministry of Education and Science
of the Republic of Poland is successful.

Also, thanks to the cooperation of the State Archives of the Security Service of
Ukraine, the Archives of the Institute of National Remembrance of the Republic of
Poland, and the Institute of Political and Ethnonational Studies of the National
Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, many archival documents on key events in the
history of the 20th century were processed.

In conclusion, it is worth noting that educational bilateral cooperation between
Ukraine and Poland is well established, which brings significant dividends to both
parties in the form of exchange of experience, improvement of personnel qualifi-
cations, etc. In our opinion, it is impossible to reduce the imbalance in Polish-Ukrai-
nian academic relations without systemic changes in Ukrainian higher education. In
particular, such changes should reduce the number of universities, accordingly reduce
the dispersion of state expenditures, as well as abolish nostrification barriers.

At the same time, the analysis of the practice of Ukraine and Poland in the field
of cultural cooperation shows that all the above-mentioned measures and steps can be
considered as best examples of the implementation of the concept of cultural
diplomacy in the practice of interstate relations. After all, it is one of the most
effective components of the state's foreign policy communication, although it depends
to some extent both on the will of governmental officials and on global cultural trends
in the era of integration and globalization. An important element is the institutio-
nalization of the formation of equal relations, therefore it is necessary to support the
initiative to create a branch of the Ukrainian Institute in Poland. By appealing to the
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common heritage and emphasizing European values in the political, historical, and
cultural spheres of Ukraine, in particular, Poland can contribute to the liberation of
Ukraine from the cultural influences of Russia, by supporting the European part of
Ukrainian identity and developing new formats of partnership relations.

POMOC HUMANITARNA UCHODZCOM WOJENNYM
Z UKRAINY W MALOPOLSCE

Abstrakt. Rosyjska agresja Ukrainie spowodowata kryzys humanitarny w tym
kraju oraz najszybszy naptyw uchodzcow w Europie od czasu II wojny $wiatowe;j.
Rozpoczegta 24 lutego 2022 r. pelnoskalowa inwazja rosyjska zmusila zaréwno
obywateli Ukrainy, jak i przebywajace tam osoby innych narodowosci do ucieczki w
poszukiwaniu bezpiecznego schronienia. Wydarzenia wojny rosyjsko-ukrainskiej, od
2014 roku, miaty znaczacy wptyw jedynie na polityke regionalng i sytuacje bezpie-
czenstwa we wschodniej czgSci kraju. Europa i przestrzen postsowiecka wywotaty
szersze, daleko idace i glebokie zmiany geopolityczne i ekonomiczne w Europie i
catym $wiecie. Pelnowymiarowa inwazja przyniosta tysiace ofiar nie tylko wsrod
wojskowych, ktorzy bronia Ukraing, ale takze wsrdd ludnosci cywilnej: dzieci, kobiet i
0s6b starszych. Miliony Ukraincéw zostaly tymczasowo przesiedlone do innych czgéci
swojego kraju, lub uchodzcow, ktorzy szukali swojego bezpieczenstwa glownie w
krajach UE.

Abstract. Russian aggression into Ukraine has caused a humanitarian crisis in
the country and the fastest influx of refugees in Europe since World War II.The
Russian invasion, which began on February 24, 2022, has forced both Ukrainian
citizens and people of other nationalities residing there to flee in search of safe haven.
The events of the Russian-Ukrainian war, since 2014, have had a significant impact
only on regional politics and the security situation in the eastern part of the country.
Europe and the post-Soviet space have triggered broader, far-reaching and profound
geopolitical and economic changes in Europe and around the world. The full-scale
invasion has caused thousands of casualties not only among the military who defend
Ukraine, but also among the civilian population: children, women and the elderly.
Millions of Ukrainians have been temporarily displaced within their own country, or
refugees who have sought their safety mainly in EU countries. The purpose of this
article and the main research problem is to analyze humanitarian assistance to war
refugees from Ukraine on the example of Malopolska. Using qualitative methods of
research, where analyzed the foundational sources and resources available on the
Internet on this topic from its inception.

Key words: humanitarian aid; war refugees; war in Ukraine.
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Wskutek pelnoskalowej inwazji Rosji w Ukrainie miliony ludzi zostato zmu-
szonych do opuszczenia swojej ojczyzny oraz doméw. Organizacje migdzynarodowe
oceniaja, ze jest to najwigkszy kryzys humanitarny od czasow Il wojny swiatowe;.
Polacy wykazali si¢ ogromna solidarnoscia z poszkodowanymi przez Rosje.
Zaréwno rzad, samorzady jak i grupy obywateli i organizacje pozarzadowe niosty
oraz wciaz niosa pomoc uchodzcom wojennym z Ukrainy.

Za pomoc humanitarng (humanitarian assistance, humanitarian aid, huma-
nitarian relief, relief aid, relief assistance) uznaje si¢ taki rodzaj wsparcia mate-
rialnego i logistycznego, ktory musi nastapic stosunkowo szybko, niemal natychmiast
po wystapieniu katastrofy, w odpowiedzi na jej pierwsze skutki. Celem pomocy
humanitarnej jest ratowanie zycia ludzkiego, tagodzenie cierpienia, ochrona godnosci
cztowieka, tym samym ufatwienie powrotu do normalnej egzystencji. Dlatego pomoc
humanitarna polega zazwyczaj na dostarczaniu zywnosci i wody pitnej, zapewnianiu
podstawowych warunkéw sanitarnych, schronienia, podstawowej pomocy medy-
cznej’. Osoby potrzebujace pomocy humanitarnej to m.in. uchodzcy i przesiedlency,
osoby pozbawione dachu nad glowa oraz srodkow do zycia, a takze ofiary konfliktow
zbrojnych i innych form przemocy. Zgodnie z informacjami przedstawionymi na
stronie Rady Europejskiej i Rady Unii Europejskiej ok. 80 % dzisiejszych potrzeb
humanitarnych wynika z konfliktéw zbrojnych. Pomoc humanitarna gwarantowana
jest przez szereg organizacji migdzynarodowych, krajowych, rzadowych i pozarza-
dowych, ale nie sposéb nie wspomnie¢ takze o pomocy 0sob prywatnych i firm.

Polska przyjeta sasiadow z otwartymi ramionami, oferujac im pomoc, zaréwno
transportowa, mieszkaniowa, jak i finansowa. Juz od pierwszego dnia tej okrutnej
napasci, Polacy wykazali si¢ olbrzymia mobilizacja, ruszyli spontanicznie i
bezinteresownie na pomoc uciekajacym przed wojna Ukraincom. W pierwszej chwili
cigzar pomocy wzigli na siebie zwykli obywatele. Szacuje si¢, ze w pomoc
uciekinierom w mniejszym lub wigkszym zakresie zaangazowato si¢ 77 proc.

Wiladze samorzadowe
stanety na wysokosci zadania i od razu uruchomity szereg dziatan, aby nies¢ pomoc
potrzebujacym. Praktycznie wszystkie placowki medyczne, instytucje, organizacje, a
takze duza grupa wolontariuszy ruszyta na pomoc sasiadom z Ukrainy.

Dlatego wazne jest, aby
organizacje migdzynarodowe oraz panstwa przestrzegaty i chronily prawa uchodzcow
wojennych, a pomoc humanitarna powinna sktadac si¢ z realizacji podstawowych
potrzeb, ale réwniez z dziatan zmierzajacych do ochrony uchodzcow przed
zagrozeniami.

Streszczenie. Centrum Badan Opinii Publicznej w Warszawie (CBOS)
przeprowadzito od konca lutego 2022 r. do konca kwietnia 2023 r. i opublikowato 15
raportow z badan dotyczacych percepcji spoteczenstwa polskiego dotyczacej agresji
militarnej  Federacji Rosyjskiej wobec Ukrainy.

POLES AND THE WAR IN UKRAINE
IN THE LIGHT OF PUBLIC OPINION POLLS

Abstract. The Center for Public Opinion Research in Warsaw (CBOS) has
conducted since the end of February 2022. Until the end of April 2023 and published 15
research reports on the perception of the Polish society regarding the military
aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine. A secondary analysis of the
research results shows that the support of the Polish society for the actions taken by the
Ukrainian authorities against the aggressor is high and remains at a stable level. Poles
strongly support Ukraine’s efforts to gain membership in NATO and the European
Union. There is a strong conviction that Poland should accept refugees from Ukraine.

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Jak zareagowala polska opinia publiczna na dziatania militarne wymierzone
przeciw Ukrainie przez strong rosyjska i okreslone jako ,,operacja specjalna”?

Przedstawione zostana ponizej wybrane wyniki dotyczace najwazniejszych
ustalen dokonanych przez Centrum Badan Opinii Spotecznej (CBOS) w ramach
facznie zrealizowanych 15 badan opinii publicznej w okresie od lutego 2022 r. do
kwietnia 2023 r.

Juz w kilka dni po inwazji rosyjskiej w Ukrainie CBOS zainicjowal badania
majace na celu rozpoznanie reakcji spoleczenstwa polskiego wobec wojny w
Ukrainie, ktore prowadzono w dniach od 28 lutego do 10 marca 2022 r. na probie
liczacej 1078 os6b metoda: CAPI, CATI i CAWI, czyli wywiadéw bezposrednich,
telefonicznych internetowych’.

88 % badanych w pierwszym sondazu opinii publicznej od momentu
rozpoczecia przez Rosje inwazji w Ukrainie zadeklarowalo, ze §ledzi uwaznie
wydarzenia w Ukrainie, 68 % pomaga w jaki§ sposob np. rzeczowo lub finansowo
Ukraincom, a 57% deklarowato, ze unika kupowania lub bojkotuje rosyjskie pro-
dukty®. Najczesciej byly to osoby deklarujace zainteresowanie polityka, w przedziale
wieku od 35 do 54 lat, lepiej sytuowane, a takze lepiej wyksztatcone. Co zwraca
uwage w tym sondazu? — deklarowany bardzo wysoki poziom obaw zwiazanych z
wojng w Ukrainie.

Miesiac pozniej CBOS zrealizowal badania zmierzajace do rozpoznania tego,
jak Polacy odnosza si¢ do rosyjskiej agresji w kontek$cie wsparcia dla walczacej
Ukrainy oraz jak oceniaja dziatania podjete przez spoteczno$¢ migdzynarodowa’.

Co drugi badany (50 %) byt zdania, ze wsparcie, jakie otrzymuje Ukraina ze
strony spotecznos$ci migdzynarodowej jest wystarczajace, 44 % bylo zdania, Ze nie
jest ono wystarczajace®, co wskazywato na to, ze opinia publiczna byta podzielona.
Co postulowano? 2/5 badanych (42 %) proponowata, aby podja¢ dozbrajanie,

Do poczatku kwietnia 2022 r. odnotowano blisko 3 miliony
nowoprzybytych Ukraincéw w Polsce, co stanowito duze wyzwanie dla wladz Polski
w zakresie zapewnienia pomocy osobom uciekajacym przed wojna. 91 % badanych
bylo zdania, ze Polacy powinni przyja¢ Ukraincow oraz udzieli¢c im niezbednej
pomocy: gtdéwnie materialnej i finansowej'”. 63 % badanych deklarowato, ze pomaga
uchodzcom z Ukrainy w formie materialnej badz finansowej. 37 % deklarowato, ze
nie robi tego'®.

Kolejny sondaz opinii publicznej zrealizowano na poczatku maja 2022 r. i
zmierzat do ustalenia, jakie postawy wyrazaja Polacy po ponad dwoch miesiacach
dziatan militarnych podjetych przez Rosje w Ukrainie'’.

15 % jest przeciwnego zdania
w tej sprawie i ten procent wskazan ma postaé stabilng™®.

Przedmiotem kolejnych badan opinii publicznej, zrealizowanych w
pazdzierniku 2022 r., bylo rozpoznanie poczucia stanu zagrozenia wojng W
$wiadomosci spoteczenstwa polskiego oraz zagrozenia uzyciem broni jadrowej przez
wladze polityczne i wojskowe w Rosji przeciwko obywatelom Ukrainy”. 1 co
zmienito si¢ w porownaniu do wrzesnia 2022 roku? — w §wiadomosci spoteczenstwa
polskiego wyraznie spadto przekonanie, ze wojna, jaka rozpoczgta Rosja wobec
Ukrainy nie rozprzestrzeni si¢ na inne kraje regionu. We wrze$niu 2022 roku taki
poglad wyrazato — jak napisano wyzej — 53 % badanych, natomiast w pazdzierniku

81 % badanych popierato pomoc uchodzcom, jaka oferuje Polska®'. 90 %
badanych pozytywnie oceniato postawe Polakéw wobec Ukrainy i jej obywateli™.

Akcentem zamykajacym analiz¢ bedzie przedstawienie kilku gléwnych
rezultatow badan posrednio dotyczacych toczacej si¢ wojny w Ukrainie, niemnigj
jednak istotnych w swej warstwie informacyjnej i prognostycznej. Chodzi to u
badania realizowane raz w roku przez CBOS, a dotyczace stosunku Polakéw do
innych narodow i grup etnicznych, ktore w 2023 r. uwzglednity kontekst wojny w
Ukrainie w odniesieniu do deklarowanych sympatii/ niechgci do innych grup
narodowych i etnicznych™.

Badania ukazaly, ze aktualnie Polacy darza najwigksza sympatia Amerykanow
(68 % wskazan), nastegpniec Wlochow (61 %), Anglikow (60 %), Stowakow i
Czechow (po 54 % wskazan) oraz Ukraincow (51 %). Natomiast najwyzszy poziom
niecheci demonstruja wobec Rosjan i wynosi on 82 % wskazan™. 1 ten wynik jest
nowy w swoim rozkfadzie oraz zastuguje na wnikliwe przemyslenie. Tylko 6 %
dorostych Polakoéw deklaruje sympatie wobec Rosjan, natomiast niechgé/antypatia

EU FOREIGN ECONOMIC POLICY
IN THE FACE OF EXISTING GEOPOLITICAL CHALLENGES

Abstract. The major threats along the EU borders stress the need for greater
integration in foreign policy of Member States to compete with emerging powers and
participate in global decision-making. The war of Russia over Ukraine is of great
relevance today. In the light of research interests in the EU’s foreign economic policy,
the study focuses on the following topics: an overview of the EU’s restrictive
measures against Russia in terms of sphere of influence, an economic outlook for
European economy and some implications concerning the impact of war on EU states.
The study was carried out using a combination of quantitative and qualitative research
methods for the data analysis, synthesis and interpretation.

Key words: foreign economic policy; Russia-Ukraine war; EU; sanctions.

The world policy and economy are facing major challenges today. The main

geopolitical risks and challenges for 2023 include * global economic recession,
China’s reopening following years of its zero-Covid policy, the impact of energy
prices, continued global inflation, and central bank policies, continued challenges in
the supply chain, the US presidential election, pressures of global migrations, climate
change, and, of course, the war of Russia over Ukraine.
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Given the research interest on the EU foreign economic policy, the study covers
following issues:

e The EU response to Russia’s invasion of Ukraine (i.e. an overview of the
EU’s restrictive measures against Russia in terms of sphere of influence).

e How is the EU economy coping with current shocks?

e The impact of war on EU states.

The study was conducted using a mixture of quantitative and qualitative
research methods of data analysis, synthesis and interpretation.

EU response to Russia’s invasion of Ukraine

According to the European Council® “The EU and its member states strongly
condemn Russia’s brutal war of aggression against Ukraine and the illegal annexation
of Ukraine’s Donetsk, Luhansk, Zaporizhzhia and Kherson regions. They also
condemn Belarus’ involvement in Russia’s military aggression”.

The illegal occupation of the Crimean peninsula and Russia’s support for
separatists in the eastern Ukraine, became the basis of the EU’s first restrictions,
which took place in March 2014. Since February 23rd, 2022 the EU states and its
partners (the United States, the United Kingdom, Canada, Australia and Japan) have
implemented 10 packages of unprecedentedly harsh sanctions against Russia, as well
as visa restrictions (i.e. cessation of the visa facilitation agreement between the
EU and Russia, and the halting of visa facilitation conditions for Russian diplomats
and entrepreneurs). Additionally, the EU adopted suspension of broadcasting
activities of some Russian media outlets. Moreover, the sanctions were adopted
against Belarus such as SWIFT ban for 4 Belarusian banks, ban on transactions with
the Central Bank of Belarus, the restrictions on the financial flows from Belarus into
the European Union, ban on supply of euro-denominated banknotes to Belarus,
sanctions against Belarusian military personnel, ban on Belarusian road transport
operators, and trade restrictions.

Consequently, as a result of the invasion of Russia in Ukraine, several countries
imposed massive sanctions in the field of finance, transportation, energy and defense,
as well as raw materials and other products and services. The United States, the
European Commission and some other countries, imposed sanctions against the
Russian Central Bank, which prevented the Russian government from access to
foreign currency reserves held by institutions in the sanctioning countries. In addition,
these nations have imposed a long list of trade sanctions against Russia, including
export and import restrictions, and other restrictions on trade. Restrictions on exports
to Russia have focused on ‘dual-use’ technologies, including semiconductors, goods
and services related to aviation, aerospace and oil and gas production, and luxury

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goods®. Besides, more than 150 multinational companies have announced complete
withdrawals from Russia, while a further 250-plus have suspended operations or new
investments’. The EU is making a concerted effort to reduce Russian oil deliveries,
with Lithuania being the first European nation to end its buying of Russian gas. The
US, EU, and UK have closed their airspace to Russian flights. Entities and persons in
Belarus associated with the invasion of Russia, including banks and companies in the
defense and security sectors, have been subjected to various restrictions on travel,
asset freezing and exports.

In light of the Russian escalating attacks on Ukraine’s cities by missiles and
drones, the EU Commission has proposed the 11th round of sanctions on 9 May 2023.
As to S. Taran, rather than introducing new bans on Russian products and sectors that
have not been sanctioned yet, it concentrates on combatting the evasion of pre-
existing trade restrictions’. Despite Ukraine’s expectations’, it does not cover a ban on
imports of Russian diamonds, natural gas, LNG, cast iron and ferroalloys, and nuclear
energy cooperation, as member states are facing difficulties in reaching consensus in
these areas. Researcher also underlined that the effectiveness of sanctions have been
undermined by the abuse of transit rules (false transit) or the use of third countries of
Central Asia and the Caucasus, China, Tiirkiye, and the United Arab Emirates.
Meanwhile, for the first time, the European Commission proposed the blacklist of
seven Chinese firms accused of providing banned parts to Russia’s military industry,
though the list is not yet officially confirmed®. Thus, an asset freeze in the EU could
be imposed upon them.

The EU economy within current shocks

The way the EU will get through the geopolitical crisis depends on many
factors. As to the European Commission’, the EU economy has already faced several
long-term structural challenges before the COVID-19 crisis, such as rapidly-ageing

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population threatened to eventually reduce labor supply; weak productivity growth
compared to China and the United States in the process of digital transformation; very
substantial socio-economic costs of climate change; and rising income and wealth
inequality, territorial disparities within and among Member States, and unequal access
to education and skills. So, the COVID-19 made these challenges more visible and
more relevant. Meanwhile, we can observe that the EU economy is coping with the
adaptation to the shocks caused by the pandemic, as well as the Russia’s aggression
against Ukraine exceptionally well (see Fig. 1).

The EU has successfully managed to wean itself off Russian gas to a strong
extent in 2022. It noted moderate growth in the first quarter of 2023, dispelling fears
of a winter recession that seemed unavoidable just a few months ago. A better-than-
expected start of the year 2023 for the EU economy was driven by declining energy
prices. Besides, the EU has dealt well with the energy crisis by prompt diversification
of supply and a significant decline in energy consumption. Rapid deterioration of
terms of trade in 2021 and 2022, along with an increase in energy (import) prices, has
shifted purchasing power from the EU to the rest of the world. With the rapid decline

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in energy prices, the expected improvement in the terms of trade will lead to benefits
for all domestic economic sectors, households, businesses and governments.

The war caused inflationary pressures in the euro area during the post-pandemic
period, which led to an increase of prices for consumers, especially for energy and food.
The inflation rate showed a dramatic rise from 0.3 % in 2020 to 5.0 % in 2021 and
10.6 % in 2022. The highest level of inflation in 2022 was largely caused by rising
energy and food prices, which together made up more than two-thirds of the total."
According to the European Economic Forecast'> made in Spring 2023, the average core
inflation in 2023, at 6.9 % in the EU, is set to exceed that in 2022, before falling to
3.6 % in 2024. Fig. 2 also presents that the inflation has concurrently trended down
since November 2022. Meanwhile, private consumption in the EU is set to rebound to
1.8 % in 2024, while the household saving rate is projected to decrease from 13.2 % in
2022 to 12.8 % in 2024". Considering labor market, experts predict that employment is
set to keep growing moderately, while unemployment rate is expected to remain close
to its historical low, at around 6 % in the EU in 2023 and 2024.

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The impact of war on EU states

The overall impact of the war on the EU economy as well as its overall
economic costs is still difficult to predict. It has caused asymmetric consequences in
Member States, depends on trade links, potential costs of energy dependence on
Russia as well as vulnerability on financial markets. Undoubtedly, the war triggered a
massive shock to energy and food markets, reducing supply and raising prices to
historically unprecedented levels.

Considering export dependence and reliance on energy imports from Russia,
Central and Eastern European countries have been especially vulnerable. Germany
and Italy are heavily dependent on Russian gas but also could be hit by supply
shortages in the automotive industries. According to data from Eurostat, the value of
exports to Russia fell by 55 % between February 2022 and March 2022, while
imports from Russia rose by 3 % in these months due to a sharp increase of the price
of energy products and raw materials'’. Then, the value of imports from Russia fell by
53 %, from €21.8 billion in March 2022 to €10.3 billion in December 2022'°. Russia’s
share in extra-EU imports for six key products decreased (it has been gradually
replaced by other trade partners) with strong declines visible for coal, natural gas,
fertilisers, petroleum oil and iron & steel. In particular, the highest drops have been
recorded for coal (from 45 % in 2021 to 22 % in 2022), natural gas (from 36 % to
21 %), fertilizers (from 29 % to 22 %), petroleum oil (from 28 % to 21 %) and iron &
steel (from 16 % to 10 %)"". The EU coped with the reduction in gas imports from
Russia in 2022 thanks to decreased natural gas consumption by almost 20 %. National
measures and the REPowerEU initiative are helping to accelerate the transition to
green energy and increase the EU’s energy independence.

The Polish Economic Institute, in its report “The Impact of the War in Ukraine
on the Operations of Polish Companies”lx, studied the extent to which the war has
changed the performance of Polish entrepreneurs, taking into account their market
size and the sector represented. According to the vast majority of entrepreneurs, the
war has affected key areas of business activity. More than 80 % of the entrepreneurs
admitted that the war had increased the price of supply and investment goods, raised
operating costs and boosted business risks. Almost half of Polish companies (45 %)
indicated that the war had a strong impact on raising the prices of products or services
provided by companies. Those industries most strongly affected by the war are

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manufacturing, regardless of company size. Small retailers, micro and medium-sized
construction companies, and accommodation and food service companies also
indicate a strong impact. In contrast, the weakest impact of the war was felt by the
culture, entertainment and recreation industries, as well as professional, scientific and
technical activities. The survey also shows that nearly half of companies are feeling
the impact of the war in terms of hiring Ukrainian workers. Industries that benefit
from seasonal workers or those in which the work does not require specialized skills
(accommodation and catering, transportation and logistics, and trade) are
experiencing an improvement in employment due to the inflow of Ukrainians. The
negative impact of the war as a result of the outflow of Ukrainian workers is felt most
strongly by those industries that also make significant use of seasonal workers, but
are also more likely to employ men (transportation and logistics, manufacturing,
construction).

The growing geopolitical risks associated with the war in Ukraine have
undoubtedly affected financial stability in Europe (Fig. 3).

Mechanisms of influence on the financial system in direct and indirect ways are
diverse and complex. The immediate effects, operating through the direct channel,
have already been observed in the initial weeks of the armed conflict in Ukraine.
According to the EBA Risk Dashboard quarterly report'’, “the sanctions imposed on
Russia represent a high operational risk (including legal and reputational risks for

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banks)”. As a result of geopolitical tensions and the war in Ukraine, the banking
sector faced an increase in market risk. The outbreak of war has contributed to
changes in the foreign exchange market and the market of agricultural, energy and
metals commodities. The currencies of Central and Eastern European countries
depreciated compared to their base currencies, as a result of these countries’ greater
vulnerability to the direct effects of the war due to their geographic location, stronger
trade relations with Russia and Ukraine, and greater dependence on energy
commodity imports from Russia. Thus, geopolitical risks directly led to the credit,
market and operational losses which affect the real sector of the economy and result
in the decline in business profitability and household welfare (Fig. 3).

Final remarks

The sanctions leveled against Russia have demonstrated new hurdles for the
EU in terms of implementation. Thus, “Member States and EU institutions have
renewed efforts to make alignment truly global, and to close loopholes to prevent
circumvention. In November 2022, the violation of ‘restrictive measures’ (sanctions)
was added to the list of ‘EU crimes’ included in the Treaties™”.

Meanwhile, analysts underline that sanctions have already met some important
objectives:

e a strong signal from the West’s determination and unity;

e Russia’s military capability has been permanently weakened;

o the Russian economy and the energy sector were asphyxiated with long
term consequences; and

o the Russian elite has suffered from economic losses.

However, the majority of experts have warned that the effect of sanctions will
not be sufficiently severe to limit Russia’s ability to conduct a war in 2023 against
Ukraine. The lack of alignment by a notable group of countries is also indicative of
divergent global perceptions of stakes and priorities.

Although Russia lost some of its influence in Europe after the invasion, such as
energy one, its influence, in general, did not significantly diminish (e. g. in the
information sphere). Nowadays, Russia has the least possibilities for influence in
Poland or the Baltic states, as these countries have historical experience and are
therefore generally more resistant to Russian influence. Meanwhile, among the
countries most affected by Russian influence in Central Europe are Bulgaria, Slovakia
and Hungary. Besides, the European countries are also facing Chinese influence,

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which is of a somewhat different nature than the Russian one. Specifically, Beijing’s
goal in Europe is to improve its image, which it is trying to do at various levels,
seeking friends and allies in individual countries.

At the same time, it should be noted that some countries of the Central
European region have achieved a significant reduction in trade with Russia in both
exports and imports after its aggression against Ukraine. This is especially relevant
for the Baltic states, which, despite their previously strong trade ties, have made
strategic decisions to move away from Russia as a major trading partner and focus on
boosting trade with other countries and diversifying their energy resources.
Such a proactive trade policy and energy policy has allowed a significant reduction in
the dependence on the Russian Federation. In terms of Polish economy we can also
certainly see the efforts made to reduce Russia’s dependence in the energy and trade
sectors. Meanwhile, the increase in the volume of imports from Russia in 2022,
observed in other Central European countries, indicates that there are problems in the
implementation of a rapid and effective diversification in trade and supply of raw
materials, and, sometimes, a lack of a political will for it to be implemented.

THE SECURITY DIMENSION OF EU POLICY REGARDING
THE REGION OF EASTERN PARTNERSHIP

Abstract. The key directions of the EU security policy regarding the Eastern
Partnership region are analyzed. The key challenges and threats to the security of the
Eastern Partnership countries are highlighted. Mechanisms of EU influence on the
security situation in the region are studied. Recommendations on strengthening the role of
the EU in ensuring peace and stability in the region are presented. The potential scenarios
of future cooperation between the EU and the countries of the Eastern Partnership region
to ensure the safe and stable development of this region are highlighted.

The security situation in Eastern Europe is a pressing issue on the agenda of the
entire international community. A significant number of challenges and threats in the
region, namely the geopolitical confrontation between the US, EU, and Russia, the full-
scale Russian-Ukrainian war, destabilize the current system of world order. World
leaders are talking about the beginning of a new “cold” war. The Eastern Partnership
region has been a priority for EU foreign policy for fifteen years. Before the start of the
full-scale war of the Russian Federation against Ukraine, this region was considered by
the EU more as a direction of political and economic cooperation. Security policy
regarding this region was insignificant. With the start of the war, the EU’s political

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stakes and goals for this region have significantly increased. Europe began to think
about new military alliances for these countries, building a new security superstructure.
Ukraine and the Republic of Moldova were granted EU candidate status. Active
negotiations are underway about these countries joining NATO.

Key goals of EU security policy in the Eastern Partnership region: 1. Ter-
mination and settlement of the Russian-Ukrainian war. 2. Settlement of conflicts in
the Eastern Partnership region. 3. Protection of human rights in the countries of the
region. 4. Ensuring the democratic development of Eastern Partnership countries.
5. Counteracting with the migration challenges by the European security system.
6. Energy security of EU and Eastern Partnership countries. 7. Counteracting cyber-
crime. 8. Counteracting transnational crimes (drug trafficking to the EU, human
trafficking, terrorism). 9. Security of EU borders and Eastern Partnership countries
bordering the EU. 10. Support of counteraction to information and hybrid threats in
Eastern Partnership countries. 11. Providing security guarantees to FEastern
Partnership countries. 12. Humanitarian security of the Eastern Partnership region.

From the listed above, we can see that the EU sets many priority tasks in its
foreign security policy regarding the Eastern Partnership region. This region,
according to many European politicians and researchers, is a guarantee of the security
of the European Union itself in the context of geopolitical confrontation with the
Russian Federation.

Analyzing the main tools of the EU in ensuring peace and security in the region
of Eastern Europe, it should be noted that they have not been significantly successful
over the decades. The lack of a clear EU security policy regarding this region has led
to the activation of Russia’s imperial ambitions, accompanied by conflicts in the
region, the war against Georgia in 2008, the war in Donbass, the annexation of
Crimea, the full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war.

The priority direction of EU policy in the field of security in the region is the
resolution of existing and frozen conflicts. Five Eastern Partnership countries have
active or frozen conflicts, characterizing it as a high level of conflict potential. The
Republic of Moldova has a frozen conflict with the Russian Federation. For more than
thirty years, the separatist regime of the Transnistrian People’s Republic, where the
regular Russian army is located, has been supported by the Russian occupation
authorities. Also, at a certain period of time, Russia heated up the situation in Gagauzia,
where the issue of creating a people’s republic was promoted at local referendums. The
territory of Transnistria is actively used by the Russian authorities to throw saboteurs
and spies into Ukraine during the Russian-Ukrainian war. The territory of Belarus in
2021 was used by Russia for provocative migration attacks on the Polish-Belarusian

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border, where refugees from Syria were forcibly thrown onto the territory of Poland.
During the full-scale war of Russia against Ukraine, the territory of Belarus is used for
an attack, missile strikes on the Ukrainian state. The regular army of the Russian
Federation conducts constant exercises with the Belarusian military on their territory.
Another key threat that emerged in 2023 for European and international security is the
Kremlin's statements about the deployment of nuclear weapons on the territory of
Belarus with the aim of delivering a preventive strike against NATO and EU countries.
The security crisis caused by recent events in Belarus poses a significant threat to EU
security. Georgia also has the facts of separatist people’s republics of Abkhazia and
Ossetia, which are supported by Russia. Also, in 2008, Russian troops committed
aggression and waged a full-scale war against Georgia. A problematic issue in relations
between two Eastern Partnership countries, Armenia and Azerbaijan, is the constantly
emerging armed conflict over Nagorno-Karabakh. In this conflict, Armenia is actively
supported by the Russian Federation. The most problematic in terms of security
challenges for the EU among all participants of the Eastern Partnership is Ukraine.
Starting from 2014, when the annexation of Crimea took place and the war in Donbass
started by Russia, the security of the European region has undergone significant
destabilization. With the start of the full-scale war in 2022 of Russia against Ukraine,
the functioning of the security system and the EU's security policy regarding the
Eastern Partnership region has collapsed’.

Since the creation of the EU’s “Eastern Partnership” initiative in 2009, the EU
has set a strategic task for its maximum involvement in resolving conflicts in the
region. The EU acts as a mediator in negotiations in the Transnistrian conflict, the
war in Donbass, and its actions in ending the Russian-Ukrainian war are active. The
key functions of the EU in these conflicts are the role of mediator, financial and
humanitarian aid, support in post-conflict reconstruction. The involvement of indivi-
dual EU countries in resolving these conflicts is also active. The EU actively
cooperates with international governmental and non-governmental organizations on
conflict resolution in the region”.

A significant challenge for the EU’s security system was Russia's nuclear
blackmail of Ukraine, EU member states, NATO member states. Since the beginning
of the full-scale war against Ukraine in 2022, in political speeches, ideological
propaganda, Russia threatens to use nuclear weapons against Ukraine and its Western
partners. Russian troops at the beginning of 2022 captured the Chernobyl nuclear
power plant and violated the radiation background. The situation around the
Zaporizhzhya nuclear power plant, which has been held by Russian terrorists for more

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than a year and does not allow international IAEA observers to it, remains critical.
The Russians also shelled the power units of this nuclear power plant. The situation
with cooling of power units looks critical now, which is caused by the undermining of
the Kakhovka hydroelectric power station by the Russians and the drop in the water
level in the reservoirs on the Dnieper, from where water was taken for cooling.
During the shelling of Ukraine’s energy infrastructure by Russian missiles, strikes
were made on the generators of the South Ukrainian nuclear power plant, which
caused a “blackout”. The latest manifestation of blackmail and threats from Russia
was the statement of its leader about the relocation of nuclear weapons to the territory
of Belarus to protect itself and partners from NATO. From the above, we can
conclude that Russia uses all possible means to nuclearly intimidate European
partners of Ukraine and to stop the supply of assistance. As for the position of the EU,
it condemns such actions of Russia, demands the admission of IAEA representatives
to the occupied nuclear facilities. The EU's position is stable in supporting the
territorial integrity of Ukraine, providing financial, military and humanitarian
assistance. In response to Russia’s nuclear blackmail, the Eastern flank of NATO was
strengthened, and the air defense system on the EU's borders with Ukraine, Belarus
and Russia was significantly strengthened. EU politicians react quite restrainedly to
the possibility of Russia using nuclear weapons’.

The full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war in 2022 became the main destabilizing
factor in the security system of Eastern Europe and the entire European continent.
The war completely nullified all previously reached agreements in the field of
security and showed the need to search for a new security architecture in Eastern
Europe for EU and NATO partner countries. The EU is practically the only one in the
position of supporting Ukraine in the fight against Russia. The EU for the first time
provided lethal weapons to a non-EU country. Also, 13.6 billion euros of financial aid
was allocated to Ukraine for the defense sector through the European Peace Fund
institution. EU member countries actively supply weapons to Ukraine, including
aircraft, armored vehicles, missile systems, personal protection equipment, etc. The
EU has already introduced nine packages of sanctions against Russia, which signi-
ficantly hit its economy. Another challenge in the context of the war is the migration
crisis and the flow of Ukrainian refugees to the EU. European partners provide
significant humanitarian, financial, and informational assistance in the context of
resisting the aggressor. Since 2022, the mission “EUAM Ukraine” has been operating
on the territory of Ukraine, which monitors the security situation during the war®.

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The war in Ukraine also caused an energy crisis for the EU, which was quite
heavily dependent on Russian gas and oil. With the introduction of sanctions, Europe
had to partially abandon Russian resources and reorient to other supply channels. The
shelling of Ukrainian energy infrastructure caused a halt in the supply of energy
resources to the EU and forced, on the contrary, to connect Ukraine to the European
energy system. Even before the start of the full-scale war, Ukraine signed agreements
with the EU on reverse gas supply to Ukraine. The energy crisis in Ukraine caused a
suspension of supplies to the Republic of Moldova. The EU country Romania also
quickly provided energy supplies to Moldova. In general, the EU considers the
Eastern Partnership region as strategically important in terms of energy security and
transit of energy resources. The EU seeks to integrate the Eastern Partnership
countries into the EU's Single Energy Market’.

Hybrid influence mechanisms, cyberattacks, information wars are a key tool of
Russia's influence on the security of the Eastern Partnership region and the EU. The
Union actively cooperates with the countries of the region in countering Russian
information propaganda, provides funding for the preparation of cyber police,
software, protection of personal data in the countries of the Eastern Partnership'.

The authoritarian regimes in Belarus, Armenia, and Azerbaijan are a certain
marker for destabilizing the security system in the region. These countries do not
wish to integrate into the EU and NATO. Belarus and Armenia are part of the CSTO
security alliance along with Russia. Belarus has signed an agreement on a union state
and is de facto completely under the leadership of Moscow and is involved in the war
against Ukraine. In this direction, the EU actively implements sanctions against the
Lukashenko regime, does not recognize its legitimacy. The control and security on
the EU border with Belarus and Russia are also intensified''.

Drug trafficking routes from Asia to the EU are laid through the Eastern
Partnership countries. Eastern Partnership countries are among the countries that
carry out illegal human trafficking to the EU. The Union actively funds drug
trafficking control programs, national border security programs in the region, funds
the reform of law enforcement agencies in the Eastern Partnership countries'*.

Regarding the prospects for strengthening the EU’s security policy towards the
Eastern Partnership region, we can note that the events of 2022 in Ukraine

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unequivocally changed the approach and vision of the Union regarding the sphere of
peace and security. The EU should implement the idea of the “EU Security Compact
for the Eastern Neighbourhood”"”, which could become a key format of security
cooperation with the countries of this region. It is necessary to admit Ukraine and the
Republic of Moldova to the EU, and in perspective Georgia, which would
significantly remove the issue of geopolitical confrontation with the Russian
Federation. The EU should not forget about the other three countries of the region —
Belarus, Armenia, and Azerbaijan. Since authoritarian regimes are established there,
it is still necessary to maintain a course towards the Europeanization of these
countries with the aim of these states leaving the influence of the Russian Federation,
or at least minimizing this influence. Regarding the Russian-Ukrainian war, the EU
needs to strengthen support for Ukraine with weapons and funding in order to
overcome the common enemy. Involving Eastern Partnership countries in security
alliances with EU member countries, or joining the PESCO security initiative, could
become a transit option until Ukraine and the Republic of Moldova join NATO. It
seems possible to conclude agreements with some Eastern Partnership countries
(Ukraine and the Republic of Moldova) with the aim of providing them with security
guarantees, the possibility of providing military assistance, etc. The EU needs to take
a more critical approach to resolving separatist conflicts in the Eastern Partnership
region, and in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war, try to resolve at least the
Transnistrian issue. The Union needs to continue to support, implement, and finance
democratic reforms in the Eastern Partnership countries, which is a direct guarantee
of stability and security in the region'®.

Regarding possible scenarios for the development of the EU’s security policy in
the Eastern Partnership region, it seems likely to highlight strategic cooperation in
this direction with Ukraine and the Republic of Moldova with the subsequent
accession, after political changes, of Georgia. In the long term, these three countries
will be admitted to the EU and NATO, which will solve the security problem. Less
likely is the scenario that all Eastern Partnership countries will remain in the sphere of
geopolitical influence of the Russian Federation.

In summary, it should be noted that the EU’s security policy towards the
Eastern Partnership region is ineffective and requires significant review and
strengthening. The events of 2022 and the start of the full-scale Russian-Ukrainian
war radically changed the Union’s approach to ensuring peace and security on the
European continent. The priority task for the EU in the region is to end the war in

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Ukraine, resolve conflicts in the countries of the region, reduce pressure from the
Russian Federation, resist Russian nuclear blackmail, counter hybrid challenges,
counter cross-border crime, ensure energy security. Before the events of 2022, the EU
only applied pacifist methods, acted as a mediator in negotiations, provided
humanitarian aid, ensured the financing of reforms and the building of democracy in
the Eastern Partnership countries. Today, the EU has changed its approach and
provides lethal weapons to Ukraine, finances its security and defense sector. The EU
needs to develop a clear plan for security architecture for this region. This can be
achieved by creating joint security alliances, admitting some of the countries in the
region to the EU and NATO.
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
