SOCIAL NETWORKS AND THEIR IMPACT ON PERSONALITY

Background: Scientists have found that social networks have a huge impact on society and
individuals. This influence can be both positive and negative, which necessitates the social control
over the behavior of the people who use them. This is especially true when it comes to young people,
as it is the group most involved in the use of social networks and can easily be influenced.

Purpose: To establish, on the basis of social networking research, the real status of the role of
social networks in young people’'s lives in Ukraine.

Methods: The theoretical method of research was to analyze the documents used to study the
works of scientists who researched social networks. For a better understanding of the problem, an
empirical method was used, namely, a qualitative sociological study was conducted to analyze the
personal experience of young people in the study of the topic “Social networks as a factor of
socialization of the youth of the city of Lviv”.

Results: An analysis of the transcripts of in-depth interviews confirmed our hypothesis about
the existence of a framework in which informants view their presence on social networks and the
impact of social networks on the socialization process.

Conclusion: Thus, the results of the study indicate that social networks occupy a significant
place in the lives of young people who, through the continued use of social networks, are exposed to
their influence. Social networks often form an addiction in young people and this is reflected in their
perceptions of themselves and those around them.

Background: Loneliness as a problem of personality existed at all times, but nowadays it's
becoming more important like a social problem. It is hard to find yourself and relize your identity
because of steep conditions in all spheres of life of society. A state of loneliness, according to
sociologists, is related with social factors and is appreciated as a comparative quality of person that
is influenced by social reality.

Purpose: to outline the main factors of social loneliness in modern society.

SOCIAL NETWORKS AND THEIR IMPACT ON PERSONALITY

Background: Scientists have found that social networks have a huge impact on society and
individuals. This influence can be both positive and negative, which necessitates the social control
over the behavior of the people who use them. This is especially true when it comes to young people,
as it is the group most involved in the use of social networks and can easily be influenced.

Purpose: To establish, on the basis of social networking research, the real status of the role of
social networks in young people's lives in Ukraine.

Methods: The theoretical method of research was to analyze the documents used to study the
works of scientists who researched social networks. For a better understanding of the problem, an
empirical method was used, namely, a qualitative sociological study was conducted to analyze the
personal experience of young people in the study of the topic “Social networks as a factor of
socialization of the youth of the city of Lviv”.

Results: An analysis of the transcripts of in-depth interviews confirmed our hypothesis about
the existence of a framework in which informants view their presence on social networks and the
impact of social networks on the socialization process.

Conclusion: Thus, the results of the study indicate that social networks occupy a significant
place in the lives of young people who, through the continued use of social networks, are exposed to
their influence. Social networks often form an addiction in young people and this is reflected in their
perceptions of themselves and those around them.

FACTORS OF SOCIAL LONELINESS AS A SOCIAL PROBLEM
