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1.EUSL.ink project description

The EUSLInk project was designed to serve as a bridge between the European
Union’s startup ecosystem and the academic environment of Ukraine. Its purpose was to
transfer EU expertise, methodologies, and best practices in startup development to
Ukrainian universities and vocational education institutions. By delivering structured
training courses and mentoring activities, the project aimed to introduce European
approaches to entrepreneurship education and foster a culture of innovation among
students, young researchers, and inventors. The overall purpose was to strengthen
Ukraine’s academic capacity to contribute to the growth of a sustainable and
competitive startup ecosystem aligned with EU standards.

The core objectives of EUSLink focused on equipping Ukrainian academic
institutions with the tools and knowledge that had already proven effective across the
EU. Specifically, the project sought to: (1) develop and deliver an advanced training
course on European Union startup development practices; (2) publish practical
guidelines and a startup development workbook based on EU experience; and (3)
establish a long-lasting alumni network of Ukrainian and international participants to
exchange knowledge, opportunities, and mentorship. All activities were structured to
ensure that the EU’s accumulated experience in startup support, acceleration, and
internationalization was adapted to the Ukrainian context.

The project provided tangible benefits by enhancing the ability of Ukrainian
universities to deliver education and training directly connected to the entrepreneurial
realities of the EU. Students and researchers gained access to knowledge on value
creation, business modeling, fundraising, and cooperation with European accelerators
and venture funds. Ukrainian institutions benefited from stronger links with European
experts and universities, increasing their capacity to train future startup founders who
can operate effectively on both national and European markets. In the long term,
EUSLIink strengthened the innovation ecosystem by empowering a new generation of
founders with EU-driven entrepreneurial skills, fostering international cooperation, and
promoting Ukraine’s integration into the European knowledge and startup space.

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2.EUSLink project coverage and dissemination in 2022-2023 academic year

During the first year of the project, EUSLink successfully reached 81 participants,
primarily students of Lviv Polytechnic and its affiliated colleges. In addition, several
individual participants from universities in Ivano-Frankivsk and Kyiv joined the
activities, demonstrating the project’s capacity to extend its dissemination beyond the
initial core institution. The participant base was further enriched by representatives of
the entrepreneurial community and the civic sector, who emphasized the high value of
the project’s activities for the growth of their startups and social enterprises. Although
the potential to involve a larger number of participants was evident, the start of the
project was delayed due to wartime instability and active hostilities. Nevertheless, the
number of participants exceeded the planned targets, and all scheduled activities were
fully implemented. This ensured that the European Union’s best practices in startup
development were effectively disseminated and adapted within the Ukrainian academic
and innovation ecosystem from the very first year of the project.

In the course of implementing the EUSLInk project, a set of project metrics was
collected to evaluate both quantitative and qualitative parameters of its outcomes. These
metrics provide a comprehensive overview of the effectiveness of the activities carried
out, reflecting the level of organization, the quality and relevance of the training
content, the structure of participants, and the tangible results achieved. The analysis of
these indicators allows for an objective assessment of the project’s impact during the
20222023 academic year and demonstrates the extent to which its educational and
entrepreneurial objectives were fulfilled.

An overwhelming majority of participants, 88.5%, awarded the maximum score
of 5, demonstrating strong approval of the event’s structure, logistics, and coordination.
A further 9.2% of respondents rated the organization with a score of 4, which confirms
that almost all participants—more than 97% in total—were satisfied or highly satisfied
with the organizational level. Only 2.1% of participants gave a neutral evaluation of 3,
while ratings of 2 (0.2%) and 1 (0.0%) were practically absent, highlighting the minimal
presence of critical feedback. This distribution shows that the event not only met but in
most cases exceeded participants’ expectations, ensuring a high level of trust in the
project team’s capacity to deliver professional and well-coordinated academic activities.

The results in Figure 2 highlight the strong educational and insight value of the
EUSLink Spring School for its participants. A decisive majority, 84.3%, rated their
acquisition of knowledge about the development of the European Union startup
ecosystem with the maximum score of 5. This indicates that the training sessions
effectively delivered high-quality and relevant content that matched participants’
expectations. An additional 14.4% evaluated the knowledge gained with a score of 4,
which further demonstrates that almost all respondents—over 98% in total—were
satisfied with the outcomes of the program. Only 1.3% of respondents provided a
neutral assessment of 3, while scores of 1 and 2 were entirely absent, reflecting a
complete lack of negative evaluations. Such a distribution clearly demonstrates that the
project successfully achieved its educational objectives, providing participants with
meaningful insights into the EU startup ecosystem and ensuring the high effectiveness
of its training format.

A clear majority, 81.1%, rated the trainings with the maximum score of 5,
confirming that the sessions were perceived as highly effective, relevant, and
professionally conducted. An additional 15.4% of respondents assigned a score of 4,
which indicates that nearly all participants—over 96% in total—considered the quality
of the trainings to be above average or excellent. Neutral evaluations were minimal,
with only 2.1% selecting 3 points, while critical assessments were almost absent: 1.4%
rated the trainings at 2, and only 0.2% at 1. This distribution highlights not only the
strong approval of the training methodology and content but also the very limited
presence of negative feedback. The findings confirm that the project succeeded in
ensuring both academic rigor and practical relevance, thereby strengthening its impact
on participants’ professional development.

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The largest group consisted of college students, who accounted for 22
participants, highlighting the project’s role in engaging young learners at the early
stages of higher education. They were closely followed by bachelor’s students,
numbering 21, which shows strong interest from undergraduates in expanding their
understanding of the European startup ecosystem. Another significant group was
represented by master’s students, with 17 participants, indicating the project’s ability to
attract individuals preparing for advanced professional or academic careers. The
presence of 11 representatives from the research and academic community further
strengthened the scientific and methodological dimension of the project. Additionally, 8
entrepreneurs and startup founders took part, ensuring that practical business experience
was incorporated into discussions and knowledge exchange. The smallest group
included 2 PhD students, which nevertheless reflects engagement from advanced
researchers. Overall, this distribution highlights a balanced mix of participants across
educational and professional levels, ensuring the cross-pollination of ideas between
academia and practice, and reinforcing the project’s mission to bridge theoretical
knowledge with entrepreneurial activity.

The total number of participants reached 81, reflecting a broad level of
engagement and demonstrating the project’s ability to attract a substantial audience
across different educational and professional backgrounds. Out of these, 52 individuals
took part in the intensive EUSLink BootCamp trainings, which served as the project’s
core educational component, offering practical insights into entrepreneurship and
startup development. A significant proportion of participants successfully met the
criteria for certification, with 43 individuals receiving official certificates for
completing at least 75% of the training program. This indicator highlights the strong
commitment of participants and the effectiveness of the training structure in maintaining

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consistent involvement. Beyond training, the project also facilitated tangible
entrepreneurial outcomes: 8 startups were grown within the EUSLink framework,
demonstrating the project’s role not only as an educational initiative but also as a
practical incubator for innovation. These figures collectively emphasize the project’s
Impact, illustrating its dual success in building knowledge and supporting real
entrepreneurial ventures, while ensuring measurable and sustainable results.
