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1.EUSL.ink project description

The EUSLInk project was designed to serve as a bridge between the European
Union’s startup ecosystem and the academic environment of Ukraine. Its purpose was to
transfer EU expertise, methodologies, and best practices in startup development to
Ukrainian universities and vocational education institutions. By delivering structured
training courses and mentoring activities, the project aimed to introduce European
approaches to entrepreneurship education and foster a culture of innovation among
students, young researchers, and inventors. The overall purpose was to strengthen
Ukraine’s academic capacity to contribute to the growth of a sustainable and
competitive startup ecosystem aligned with EU standards.

The core objectives of EUSLink focused on equipping Ukrainian academic
institutions with the tools and knowledge that had already proven effective across the
EU. Specifically, the project sought to: (1) develop and deliver an advanced training
course on European Union startup development practices; (2) publish practical
guidelines and a startup development workbook based on EU experience; and (3)
establish a long-lasting alumni network of Ukrainian and international participants to
exchange knowledge, opportunities, and mentorship. All activities were structured to
ensure that the EU’s accumulated experience in startup support, acceleration, and
internationalization was adapted to the Ukrainian context.

The project provided tangible benefits by enhancing the ability of Ukrainian
universities to deliver education and training directly connected to the entrepreneurial
realities of the EU. Students and researchers gained access to knowledge on value
creation, business modeling, fundraising, and cooperation with European accelerators
and venture funds. Ukrainian institutions benefited from stronger links with European
experts and universities, increasing their capacity to train future startup founders who
can operate effectively on both national and European markets. In the long term,
EUSLIink strengthened the innovation ecosystem by empowering a new generation of
founders with EU-driven entrepreneurial skills, fostering international cooperation, and
promoting Ukraine’s integration into the European knowledge and startup space.

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2.EUSLink project coverage and dissemination in 2023-2024 academic year

During the 2023-2024 academic years, the project demonstrated a significant
expansion, engaging 356 participants through active online communication campaigns
and the involvement of partner universities. The participant profile notably broadened,
with a considerable increase in bachelor students, PhD candidates, as well as
entrepreneurs and startup founders, reflecting the growing appeal of EU startup
practices to both academia and the business community.

The project succeeded in reaching participants from a wide range of regions,
including Lviv, lvano-Frankivsk, Ternopil, Vinnytsia (with particular emphasis on
Vasyl Stus Donetsk National University, relocated to Vinnytsia due to wartime
conditions), Cherkasy, Poltava, and Kharkiv regions, as well as Kyiv. This geographical
and institutional diversity underscored the effectiveness of the dissemination strategy
and the relevance of the project’s content. A crucial factor in the radical growth of
participation was the strong engagement of Lviv Polytechnic’s partner universities,
whose students, researchers, and members of acceleration programs actively contributed
to the project’s success. Through this wider reach, EUSLink further strengthened the
capacity of Ukrainian academic and innovation ecosystems by embedding European
Union best practices into new regional contexts.

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3.Data on the implementation status of the EUSLink project for the 2023-2024
academic year

The analysis of the EUSLink project implementation during the 2023-2024
academic year demonstrates a significant expansion in scale compared to the previous
year. The project engaged a larger number of participants across various educational
levels and provided more comprehensive training activities, which ensured stronger
outreach and impact. This growth reflects the project’s increasing relevance and
effectiveness, as well as its ability to adapt and improve based on lessons learned from
earlier stages of implementation.

The majority of participants, namely 92,1%, gave the maximum score of 5 points,
which indicates an outstanding evaluation of organizational aspects such as planning,
logistics, and overall event management. Another 7,5% of respondents rated the
organization at 4 points, confirming that while slightly fewer participants had minor
remarks, they still assessed the event at a high level. A minimal share of 0,4% provided
an average score of 3 points, while no respondents evaluated the organization at the
lowest levels of 1 or 2 points. These findings highlight the project team’s success in
creating a well-structured and smoothly executed program that fully met, and in most
cases exceeded, participants’ expectations. Such results illustrate a notable achievement
compared to the previous academic year, reflecting the continuous improvement of the
project’s organizational component.

The vast majority of respondents, namely 86,4%, assigned the highest score of 5
points, which confirms that the training sessions were extremely valuable, relevant, and
met their expectations in terms of content and practical applicability. Another 13,0% of
participants rated their learning experience at 4 points, showing a high level of
satisfaction while possibly noting minor aspects that could be improved. A very small
share, only 0,6%, evaluated their gained knowledge at 3 points, and there were no
respondents who selected the lowest scores of 1 or 2 points. This distribution highlights
the overall effectiveness of the training component, demonstrating that the
overwhelming majority of participants perceived the program as an important source of
knowledge and insights into the European startup ecosystem. The results confirm the
project’s strong educational impact and its contribution to increasing participants’
competencies in the field.

An overwhelming majority of participants, namely 90,7%, rated the trainings at
the maximum level of 5 points, which demonstrates strong satisfaction with the relevance
of the content, the professionalism of trainers, and the practical value of the provided
materials. A smaller group of respondents, 6,4%, evaluated the quality at 4 points,
indicating that they were generally very satisfied, with only minor areas noted for
improvement. Meanwhile, 2,1% of participants provided a moderate score of 3 points,
and just 0,8% rated the trainings at 2 points, while no respondents selected the lowest
rating of 1 point. This distribution highlights that critical feedback was minimal and that
the project achieved a very high standard of educational delivery. Overall, the data
confirm that the trainings were highly effective in meeting participant expectations and
significantly contributed to the goals of the EUSL.ink project.

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The data presented in Figure 4 highlighting its inclusiveness and broad academic
reach. The largest group of participants consisted of bachelor’s students, numbering
115, which reflects the project’s particular success in engaging this educational level. A
significant number of representatives came from the research and academic community,
with 94 participants, demonstrating strong involvement of scholars and educators who
can further disseminate the acquired knowledge. The group of master’s students was
also well represented, comprising 48 participants, which shows the project’s relevance
for students at a more advanced stage of higher education. Additionally, 42 college
students joined the activities, proving that the project successfully attracted younger
participants at the start of their academic path. The presence of 20 PhD students
highlights the project’s ability to contribute to the professional development of early-
career researchers. Finally, 37 entrepreneurs and startup founders took part, which is
particularly important for strengthening the link between academic knowledge and
practical entrepreneurial experience.

Overall, this diverse composition demonstrates the project’s capacity to unite
different segments of the educational and entrepreneurial ecosystem, fostering cross-
level interaction and creating a platform for exchanging ideas between students,
researchers, and practitioners.

In total, the project engaged 356 participants, which clearly demonstrates its
significant outreach and ability to attract a wide audience. Out of these, 219 individuals
actively took part in the EUSLink BootCamp trainings, confirming the high level of
interest in intensive and practice-oriented learning formats. The commitment of
participants is further highlighted by the fact that 200 certificates were issued to those who
completed at least 75% of the participation time, which proves not only strong engagement
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but also consistent involvement throughout the program. Importantly, the project also
contributed directly to entrepreneurial growth, as 27 startups were developed within the
framework of EUSLIink, showing its capacity to generate practical outcomes and
support innovation beyond academic activities.

Overall, these results reflect the dual nature of the project’s success: on the one
hand, it ensured broad educational involvement across different participant categories,
and on the other hand, it fostered concrete entrepreneurial initiatives. This combination
demonstrates that EUSLink effectively functions as both an educational and innovation-
driven platform, bridging knowledge acquisition with real startup development.

The analysis of the 2023-2024 academic year confirms the growing interest in the
EUSLink project, as evidenced by the significant number of participants and their high
satisfaction levels. The consistently strong evaluations of organization, training quality,
and knowledge gained highlight the project’s ability to continuously improve and adapt
to participants’ needs. Importantly, the outcomes demonstrate enhanced effectiveness in
disseminating European experience in startup development, contributing both to
academic advancement and to practical entrepreneurial growth. These results underline
the project’s increasing relevance and its role as a bridge between European best
practices and the Ukrainian startup ecosystem.
