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1.EUSLInk project description

The EUSLIink project was designed to serve as a bridge between the European
Union’s startup ecosystem and the academic environment of Ukraine. Its purpose was to
transfer EU expertise, methodologies, and best practices in startup development to
Ukrainian universities and vocational education institutions. By delivering structured
training courses and mentoring activities, the project aimed to introduce European
approaches to entrepreneurship education and foster a culture of innovation among
students, young researchers, and inventors. The overall purpose was to strengthen
Ukraine’s academic capacity to contribute to the growth of a sustainable and
competitive startup ecosystem aligned with EU standards.

The core objectives of EUSLink focused on equipping Ukrainian academic
institutions with the tools and knowledge that had already proven effective across the
EU. Specifically, the project sought to: (1) develop and deliver an advanced training
course on European Union startup development practices; (2) publish practical
guidelines and a startup development workbook based on EU experience; and (3)
establish a long-lasting alumni network of Ukrainian and international participants to
exchange knowledge, opportunities, and mentorship. All activities were structured to
ensure that the EU’s accumulated experience in startup support, acceleration, and
internationalization was adapted to the Ukrainian context.

The project provided tangible benefits by enhancing the ability of Ukrainian
universities to deliver education and training directly connected to the entrepreneurial
realities of the EU. Students and researchers gained access to knowledge on value
creation, business modeling, fundraising, and cooperation with European accelerators
and venture funds. Ukrainian institutions benefited from stronger links with European
experts and universities, increasing their capacity to train future startup founders who
can operate effectively on both national and European markets. In the long term,
EUSLIink strengthened the innovation ecosystem by empowering a new generation of
founders with EU-driven entrepreneurial skills, fostering international cooperation, and
promoting Ukraine’s integration into the European knowledge and startup space.

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2.EUSLink project coverage and dissemination in 2024-2025 academic year

In the 2024-2025 academic year, the project continued its implementation in line
with the planned activities. The key highlight was the EUSLink Spring School,
organized as a “training for trainers” format, which gathered 382 unique participants,
among whom 167 received official certificates for successfully completing the program.
The School brought together college students, university undergraduates, PhD
candidates, young researchers, and entrepreneurs developing their own innovative ideas.
Over the course of more than 30 hours of training sessions, participants were introduced
to the functioning of startup ecosystems and innovation support practices across the
European Union, including Poland, the Netherlands, Denmark, France, Germany,
Sweden, and Hungary.

Out of all Spring School participants, 233 completed the structured training cycle
consisting of the Introductory Meeting, Boot Camp, and Pitching Session. This group
included students from Lviv Polytechnic, the Striy Vocational College of Lviv
Polytechnic, the Technological College of Lviv Polytechnic, the Lviv Cooperative
College, as well as young researchers and entrepreneurs. During the academic year, the
project reached participants from universities, colleges, and entrepreneurial
communities across Lviv, Ivano-Frankivsk, Kyiv, Ternopil, Vinnytsia, Cherkasy,
Poltava, Kharkiv, Odesa, Dnipro, Chernihiv, Sumy, Volyn, Rivne, Khmelnytskyi,
Zakarpattia, Zaporizhzhia, and Zhytomyr regions.

A notable achievement was the organization of pitching sessions, where 39
startup projects were presented in areas such as artificial intelligence, SaaS
technologies, service platforms, specialized mobile applications and widgets,
augmented reality solutions, hardware innovations in energy and defense technologies,
as well as digital marketplaces and assistant applications.

The academic year concluded with a follow-up meeting, which provided
participants with mentoring support and expert consultations aimed at refining business
models and identifying strategic directions for further development. Summarizing the
activities of 20242025, EUSLink proved to be a vital platform for disseminating EU
experience in startup development and embedding best practices both into Ukrainian
innovative startups and the institutional framework of the national startup ecosystem.
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3.Data on the implementation status of the EUSLink project for the 2024-2025
academic year

The analysis of project implementation data plays a crucial role in ensuring the
continuous improvement and sustainability of academic and entrepreneurial initiatives
such as EUSLink. Careful examination of survey results, participation statistics, and
performance indicators provides not only a retrospective understanding of achievements
but also a solid evidence base for informed decision-making in subsequent project
phases. This process makes it possible to identify strengths, highlight best practices, and
recognize areas that may require further enhancement.

In the context of international educational and startup-support projects, data-
driven evaluation is particularly important because it allows organizers to align their
activities with the expectations and needs of diverse participant groups. By
systematically collecting and analyzing feedback, the project team can adapt the
structure of training sessions, refine organizational procedures, and strengthen the
practical outcomes for participants.

Moreover, the integration of analytical findings into future planning ensures that
the experience accumulated during each project cycle is not lost but rather transformed
into valuable knowledge that informs the design of subsequent activities. This cyclical
approach contributes to the sustainability of the project, enhances its credibility among
stakeholders, and fosters long-term impact on the academic and entrepreneurial
ecosystems.

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The analysis of the evaluation results of the Spring School in the 2024-2025
academic year demonstrates an exceptionally high level of participant satisfaction.
According to the presented chart, 93.2% of respondents rated the organization with the
highest score of 5, which reflects undeniable recognition of the event’s effectiveness,
clear logistics, and high-quality coordination. Another 6.8% of participants gave a score
of 4, which also indicates a strong level of satisfaction. At the same time, none of the
respondents chose scores of 1, 2, or 3, which is a clear indicator of the absence of
critical remarks and a high level of trust in the organizers. Such a distribution of results
shows that the Spring School was implemented at an outstanding organizational level,
and the key aspects of preparation and execution — from communication with
participants to technical support — were carried out with high professionalism. This
confirms the effectiveness of the project team and strengthens the positive reputation of
EUSLInk as a reliable educational initiative.

The analysis of the evaluation results regarding the acquisition of knowledge
about the development of the European Union startup ecosystem during the EUSLink
Spring School trainings in the 20242025 academic year demonstrates an exceptionally
high level of educational effectiveness. The largest share of participants, namely 91.0%,
gave the highest score of 5, which confirms the practical value of the provided materials
and the relevance of the training topics. Another 8.8% of respondents rated their
acquired knowledge at 4 points, which also indicates a positive learning impact. Only
0.2% of participants evaluated the knowledge gained at the level of 3, while scores of 1
and 2 were not recorded at all. Such a distribution of responses proves that the project is

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effectively fulfilling its mission of disseminating EU best practices in the field of
startups and contributes to fostering a deep understanding of the principles of the
European innovation ecosystem among Ukrainian students. The obtained results clearly
demonstrate the high quality of the training content and its practical significance for the
target audience.

The analysis of Fig. 3 clearly demonstrates an exceptionally positive perception.
According to the chart, an overwhelming majority of respondents, 95.3%, rated the
quality of the trainings at the highest level of 5 points. This indicates that the content,
delivery, and overall organization of the training sessions fully met or even exceeded
participants’ expectations. A smaller proportion, 4.1%, gave a score of 4, which still
reflects a very high level of satisfaction. Only negligible shares of respondents provided
lower scores: 0.3% for “2” and 0.3% for “3,” while no participants selected the lowest
score of “l.” Such results highlight the strong professionalism of the trainers, the
relevance of the selected topics, and the effective methods of knowledge transfer. The
data clearly suggest that the EUSLink trainings not only maintained a high standard of
quality but also achieved a near-universal endorsement from participants, thereby
confirming the project’s success in delivering impactful and practical educational
experiences.

The largest group consisted of researchers and members of the academic
community, accounting for 119 participants, which highlights the strong involvement of
experts and academics in knowledge exchange and project development. Bachelor’s
students also represented a significant portion, with 109 participants, underlining the
relevance of the project for younger learners who are preparing for careers in the
innovation and startup ecosystem. College students formed another substantial group of
61 individuals, reflecting the project’s outreach to early-stage learners and its role in
raising awareness about European startup practices at the pre-university level. Master’s
students contributed 30 participants, while PhD students accounted for 23, both groups
emphasizing the importance of advanced academic engagement in fostering research-
driven approaches to entrepreneurship. Additionally, entrepreneurs and startup founders
were represented by 40 participants, which demonstrates that the project also attracted
practitioners who could directly apply the acquired knowledge in their business
activities.

Overall, the distribution of participants confirms that the EUSLink project
successfully managed to bring together a wide spectrum of individuals — from students
at different educational levels to academics and practitioners. This heterogeneity
ensures cross-generational dialogue, fosters interdisciplinary collaboration, and
strengthens the overall impact of the project by integrating both theoretical knowledge
and practical experience.

The total number of participants reached 382 persons, showing the project’s
broad capacity to attract a large audience across different educational and professional
backgrounds. Among them, 233 individuals took part in the EUSLink BootCamp
trainings, highlighting the strong demand for practical, hands-on sessions focused on
startup development and EU entrepreneurial practices. Importantly, 167 certificates
were issued to participants who completed at least 75% of the program, which reflects
not only active engagement but also a high level of commitment and discipline among
the attendees. Furthermore, 39 startups were grown within the framework of the project,
indicating that the initiative went beyond theory and directly contributed to fostering
entrepreneurial ventures with real potential for growth and sustainability. These results
collectively underline the effectiveness of EUSLink as a platform for bridging academic
knowledge with entrepreneurial practice. The balance between the large number of
participants, the issuance of certificates as proof of learning outcomes, and the creation
of new startups shows that the project successfully integrated educational, professional,
and innovation-oriented objectives. In essence, the summary highlights that EUSLink
not only reached a wide audience but also generated practical results, contributing to the
development of Ukraine’s startup ecosystem in line with European standards. The
survey results clearly demonstrate that the Spring School of the EUSLink project in
2024-2025 was organized at an outstanding level, with participants highly valuing both
the quality of the trainings and the educational content. The overwhelming majority of
responses show maximum satisfaction, indicating that the project successfully met its
objectives. Importantly, the experience gained in the previous year allowed the team to
significantly improve the quality of materials, the effectiveness of the trainings, and the
overall organization of the event. These improvements are strongly reflected in the
positive feedback provided by the participants.
